Inovatyviy ekonominiy modeliy tarpregioninio pritaikymo
gebéjimy nagringjimas suteikia unikalig moksliniy tyrimy galimybe, nes uzpildo supratimo apie tai, kaip
inovacijomis grindZiamos strategijos gali biiti pritaikytos ir jgyvendinamos Baltijos Salyse, spraga. Darbe
bus kritiskai jvertinta, kurios Siaurés $aliy inovacijy ir technologinés pazangos sritys yra aktualiausios ir
pritaikomos Baltijos Salims, siekiant paskatinti ekonomikos augima. Be to, biitina istirti, kaip tokios
strategijos gali padidinti darbo nasuma, kuris yra ilgalaikio ekonominio stabilumo ir augimo veiksnys.
Sio tyrimo rezultatai gali atskleisti galimus kelius Baltijos regionams stiprinti savo ekonomikg ir taip
mazinti ekonominius skirtumus Europoje. Taip pat tikimasi pasitilyti strategines programas kitoms
Salims ir regionams, siekiantiems atnaujinti savo ekonomika diegiant inovacijas.

The work will critically
assess which areas of Nordic innovation and technological progress are most relevant and translatable to
the Baltics to drive economic growth. Additionally, it is imperative to investigate how such strategies
can enhance labour productivity, a determinant of long-term economic stability and growth. The results
of this research may reveal potential paths for the Baltic regions to strengthen their economies, thus
reducing economic disparities within Europe. It is also anticipated to offer strategic frameworks for other
countries and regions seeking to revamp their economies through innovation. Lastly, this topic's
comprehensive analysis of the Nordic innovative economic strategies and their applicability to the




Baltics will serve as a valuable resource for policymakers, academics, and regional planners committed
to achieving sustainable and robust economic growth.
