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LT: Pinigy politika yra svarbi varomoji makroekonomikos jéga. Viena vertus, ji yra instituciné sistema,
kuri suteikia pagrinda tinkamam ekonomikos funkcionavimui ir lemia pagrindinius strukttrinius rySius,
taciau, kita vertus, ji taip pat gali biiti svarbus trikdys ekonomikos subjektams. Atgavusi nepriklausomybe
Lietuva susidiré su keliais rezimo pokyciais, apibiidinanciais jos pinigy sistema, jskaitant, bet
neapsiribojant, susiejima su doleriu, susiejima su euru ir euro jvedima. Visais $iais atvejais buvo vykdoma
skirtinga "importuota" pinigy politika, kuri gali nulemti skirtingas struktiirinius sasajas. Siame projekte
perspektyvus studentas kvieciamas iSanalizuoti Siuos skirtingus rezimus ir pateikti pagrindines teorines
iSvadas, kurias reikéty patikrinti empiriskai.

EN: Monetary policy is an important driving force in macroeconomics. On the one hand, it represents an
institutional framework that provides the basis for the proper functioning of the economy and determines
the underlying structural relationships, but on the other hand, it can also represent an important disruption
for economic agents. After regaining independence, Lithuania faced several regime changes that
characterised its monetary framework, including but not limited to a peg to the dollar, a peg to the euro and
the adoption of the euro. All these cases resulted in different "imported" monetary policies, which can lead
to different structural frameworks. In this project, the perspective student is invited to analyse these
different regimes and to provide underlying theoretical implications that should be tested empirically.
