Kalby tipologija

Kalby tipologija yra dinamiSkai besivystanti empirinés lingvistikos Saka, inicijuota Josepho
Greenbergo (1915-2001) tyrimy. Greenbergo tikslas buvo kalby universalijy—universaliosios
gramatikos—paieskos. Skirtingai nei Noamas Chomsky’s, jis man¢, kad universalijy reikia ieSkoti
indukciniu keliu, remiantis kuo didesnio pasaulio kalby skai¢iaus duomenimis. Siuolaikinéje
tipologijoje labiau nei universalijy paieskos akcentuojami kalbiniy struktiiry jvairovés ir ja
salygojanciy jvairialypiy veiksniy tyrimai. Vis daugiau kalbiniy reiskiniy tiriama tipologinais
metodais, gilinant gramatinés ir leksinés struktiiros désningumy supratimg. Tipologiniai tyrimai
apima tokias sritis kaip fonologija, morfologija, morfosintaks¢ ir sintaksé, diskurso struktiiros
zyméjimas, leksing struktiira, semantikg ir pragmatika. Kalby tipologija besidomintiems kandidatams
1 VU doktorantiiros studijas reikalingi per BA ir MA studijas jgyti gramatinés ir leksinés analizés
gebé¢jimai, smalsumas ir susidoméjimas kalbine jvairove. Stojant j doktoranttra reikia buti
nusiziiir¢jus gramatinés, leksinés arba diskurso struktiiros sritj, kurig ketinama tipologiskai istirti. Su
tipologiniy tyrimy praktika susipazjstama doktoranttros studijy metu.

Linguistic typology

Linguistic typology is a dynamically developing domain of empirical linguistics, initiated by the work
of Joseph Greenberg (1915-2001). Greenberg’s aim was the search for universals of language—
universal grammar. Unlike Noam Chomsky, he thought that the search for linguistic universals should
follow an inductive method and be based on data from the largest possible number of languages of
the world. More recently, emphasis has shifted from linguistic universals to the study of linguistic
variation and the diverse factors determining it. More and more linguistic phenomena are being
investigated from a typological point of view, contributing to an ever deepening understanding of the
regularities underlying grammatical and lexical structure. Typological work now encompasses such
domains as phonology, morphology, morphosyntax and syntax, discourse marking, lexical structure,
semantics, and pragmatics. Candidates wishing to join the VU PhD programme in the domain of
linguistic typology should have basic skills in grammatical and lexical analysis acquired during BA
and MA studies, curiosity about language and a special interest in linguistic diversity. When applying
for the PhD programme one should already have in mind a domain of linguistic structure to be
investigated from a typological point of view. Familiarity with practice of typological work is
acquired during PhD studies.
