The origin, formation, management, information and communication of documentary heritage

The themes focus on the origin, preservation, storage, accumulation, inheritance, information
provision and communication of a significant part of cultural and historical heritage - printed and
manuscript documents. The changing cultural, social, national and international environment poses
new challenges to the processes of heritage creation and/or management. From a theoretical
perspective, the role of documentary heritage in the construction of historical memory, in the
reflection of written culture, in the change of forms, in the dissemination of content and the migration
of narratives between media, and in the expression of post-modern discourse in the digital space is
becoming important. Ethical, legal and economic issues in the management of documentary heritage,
the challenges of change in today's world and the challenges posed by information technology (IT).
Research is therefore particularly relevant for: memory narratives and the representation of
documentary heritage in contemporary media; communication and dissemination problems of
documentary heritage; digital, intellectual, bibliographical and other forms of reconstruction of
dispersed collections; forms of making sense and actualization; the expression of the 'self' and the
‘other’, the recovery and digital repatriation of documentary heritage; the changing relationship
between documentary heritage user and document in digital space; the interpretation, valorisation and
presentation of heritage to the world (UNESCO et al. ); the collecting, development and social role
of memory institutions and personal collections; the market for documentary heritage, changes in
collecting. The range of issues to be addressed also includes factual, analytical and interdisciplinary
research on the development of documentary heritage, the history of the book and the development
of memory institutions in the context of the culture of Western and Central Eastern Europe,
highlighting a transnational perspective; research covering both the origins and the evolution of



private collections, and the history and functioning of memory institutions in today's society; the
mobility of collections, the social "life" of cultural, scientific and artistic values and the reconstruction
of historical collections; studies of the documentary heritage of ethnic communities in the processes
of change of the regional past and of the identity of the communities; studies of provenance, philately,
bookbindings, codicology, biography, egodocumentation, genealogy, genealogy, in the various
contexts of micro-history, everyday and social history, and digital humanities.
