Specialization of production and exports in more
sophisticated products with higher technological intensity remains a major challenge both for more
economically advanced economies and stagnating regions in the EU. The EU has initiated policy
instruments to promote structural change: smart specialization strategies, the Digital Agenda for Europe,
European Green Deal, sustainable development, and other initiatives. The question arises as to what
extent different territories had capacity to reorient towards high value-added activities. Suggested areas
of research:

= Economic specialization, the formation of new economic sectors (activities), and their
relationship with productivity;

= The influence of investing in the key enabling technologies for business and economic
development and their adoption in diverse territories;

= The impact of investing in a more sustainable and greener economy;

= New value chains and geographical reallocation of business activities and functions.
