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LT: Finansinés technologijos dinamiskai vystosi, prisidedant prie didZiyjy duomeny apdorojimo galimybiy
pazangos. Pagrindinis instituciniy investuotojy tikslas — uztikrinti tvary investicinés grazos augima ir
minimizuoti atskiry turto klasiy neigiamg tinklo efekta. Finansinés technologijos leidzia mazinti sgnaudas
ir jtraukig j investavimo procesg platesnj spektra rinkos dalyviy, jskaitant minimalias skolas turincius
asmenis, taip suteikdamos naujas galimybes instituciniams investuotojams. Finansinés technologijos
prisideda prie finansavimo suvarzymy mazinimo, nevilioja informacijos asimetrija tarp finansy jstaigy ir
kity rinkos dalyviy, taip didindamos investicijy efektyvuma. Sioje disertacijoje siekiama visapusiskai
iSnagrinéti finansiniy technologijy integravima ] turto valdymo sprendimy priémima ir jvertinti jy
efektyvuma bei poveikj, lyginant su tradiciniais procesais. Tyrimu siekiama prisidéti prie FinTech
inovacijy efektyvumo turto valdymo srityje vertinimo modelio kiirimo.
