Visy pirma, Sioje temoje planuojami vykdyti
moksliniai tyrimai reikalingi siekiant uzpildyti tiksliniy tyrimy, susijusiy su Siaurés ir Baltijos aliy
regiony saveika inovacijy sklaidos srityje, trikumo spraga. Jvertinus kaip Baltijos $alys jsisavina Siaurés
Saliy inovacijas, tyrime turi buiti pateikta naujy jzvalgy apie technologinés ir inovatyvios integracijos
procesa skirtingose ekonominése aplinkose. IsStikis skatinti inovacijas Salyse, turinciose jvairig
ekonoming infrastruktiira, reglamentavimo aplinka ir kulttiring aplinka, pabréZzia §io darbo svarbg.
Siekiant nustatyti, ar dabartiniai ekonominiai modeliai yra perspektyviis, ar reikia naujy teoriniy
konstrukcijy, Sioje temoje vykdomi moksliniai tyrimai iSplés esamas ekonominés literatiiros ribas. Taip
pat Sioje temoje gilinamasi | skirtingas technologines galimybes ir inovacijy asimiliacijos lygius tarp
Baltijos saliy. Toks tyrimas yra labai svarbus norint suprasti technologinj pasirengima, biiting kuriant
inovacijoms palankia aplinka, tiesiogiai prisidedant prie platesnio akademinio diskurso apie ekonoming
branda ir augima. Sio tyrimo poveikis gali bati didelis, nes inovacijy diegimas yra glaudZiai susijes su
ekonomikos konkurencingumu, nasumo didinimu ir galiausiai gyvenimo lygio gerinimu. Be to, $iuo
doktorantiiros tyrimu siekiama informuoti apie efektyviy partneryséiy, skirty inovacijy sklaidai tarp
Saliy, kiirima. Siy partnerys¢iy modeliai gali reikimingai paveikti Baltijos aliy gebéjima visapusiskai
isnaudoti Siaurés 3aliy technologinés pazangos teikiamus ekonominius pranasumus. Galiausiai moksliniy
tyrimy i§vados gali tapti jrodymais pagristo politikos formavimo pagrindu, suteikian¢iu esminiy jzvalgy
formuluojant iniciatyvas, skatinancias Baltijos valstybiy socialinius ir ekonominius tikslus. Ji taip pat turi
ekstrapoliacijos galimybiy kitiems regionams, siekiantiems suprasti ir panaudoti inovacijy ir technologijy
perdavimo nauda ekonominei plétrai.

Furthermore, the PhD study aims to inform the creation
of efficient partnerships for innovation diffusion between countries. These partnerships' designs can
significantly affect the Baltic regions' ability to fully exploit the economic advantages of the Nordic
countries' technological advancements. Ultimately, the research findings can serve as a foundation for
evidence-based policy-making, offering critical insights into formulating initiatives promoting the Baltic
States' socio-economic objectives. It also holds potential for extrapolation to other regions seeking to
understand and harness the benefits of innovation and technology transfer for economic development.
