Digital and physical (analogue) spaces as backgrounds for human relationships, communities, or group
behavior;

Cultural, intercultural, transcultural interfaces and the transit, hybridization, displacement, and change of
behavioral patterns;

Behavioral patterns in the context of the relationship between tradition and modernity;

Patterns of family, clan, tribal relations;

Cultural models of values and ideas;

Emotions and their expression in cultural and social contexts;

Normative (appropriate, inappropriate behavior), alternative behavior;

Politeness, overt and covert patterns of behavior, lying, gossip;

Institutional and practical (traditional, spontaneous) knowledge;

Ideal, actual, and expected behavior;

Musical behavior, artistic self-expression in cultural and social contexts;
