Scholarly and Science Communication and Information

Research on science information, scholarly and science communication (from traditional formal
scholarly communication in hand written and print media to scholarly and science communication,
transformed by open access culture and the use of artificial intelligence technologies) and their
relation to the understanding of the development of science information, scholarly and science
communication; evaluation of changes, taking place in this area (open science, science empowerment,
changes in the communication behaviour of scientists, transformations of science communication
infrastructure, etc. ), as well as the assessment and interpretation of the public understanding of
science, which increases resistance to synthetic media information, conspiracy theories, reduces the
impact of "echo chambers™ and "information bubbles" on decision-making, and the understanding of
the practices and processes of public involvement in science.

Possible thesis research topics: communication of the humanities and their social impact: humanities
and the cultural prestige of the country; the crisis of the expert knowledge, post-truth; open science,
citizen science, and its communication; research integrity and scholarly communication; trust in
scholarly communication: low reproducibility, replicability, publication bias and others problems in
scholarly communication; changes in science communication infrastructure, processes, etc.; changes
in informal science communication; networked scholarship; the collaboration between scientists,
their information and communication behaviour; artificial intelligence technologies in scholarly
communication and science communication; the social value of science communication: education
of critical thinking, development of democracy; public trust in science; knowledge and technology
transfer; community science and communication; tools and channels of scholarly information;
scientific correspondence in the "Republic of Letters™; scholarly communication in hand written,
printed, (Philosophical Transactions) and new media; origin, dissemination and changing of



monographs, theses, and dissertations; libraries as repositories and dissemination centers of science
information and changes of their activities.
