Tapatybés (po)sovietiniuose ir demokratiniuose politiniuose reZimuose

Kolektyvinés tapatybés, susiformavusios istoriSkai ir veikiamos iSoriniy pokyciy, pateikia savitg
perspektyva aisSkinti politinius pasirinkimus ir visuomeniy nuostatas jvairiuose politiniuose
rezimuose, veikia kolektyvine atmintj. Pavyzdziui, ikisovietinés kolektyvinés tapatybés daré jtaka
sovietiniam rezimui renkantis priemones siekiant jsitvirtinti skirtinguose regionuose; tam tikro
pavidalo sovietinés tapatybés jtakoja galimybes pereiti prie demokratiniy rezimy ir ty rezimy
pavidalus, apibréZia kolektyvinius ateities liikesCius. Nacionalinés tapatybés demokratiniuose
rezimuose veikia santykj su kitatauciais, jy integravimo biidus ir galimybes, galiausiai - galimybes kurti
vienokio ar Kitokio pavidalo Europos Sgjungg. Tam tikra kolektyviné visuomenés atmintis veikia tai,
kas tam tikru metu laikoma priimtina ar atmestina.

Kolektyviniy tapatybiy veikimo politiniuose reZimuose tematika apima spektrg galimy temy ir
problemy, lie¢ianciy visuomenés atminties rezimus, visuomenés ir (po)sovietiniy bei demokratiniy
politiniy rezimy santykj, transformacijy i$ totalitariniy ar autoritariniy i demokratinius reZimus
tapatybines salygas, kolektyviniy tapatybiy jtaka dabarties politiniams procesams.

Identities in the (post-)Soviet and democratic political regimes

Collective identities, historically formed and influenced by social and political processes, are a good
tool to explore political choices and societal attitudes in various political regimes. For instance, pre-
Soviet collective identities shaped the measures taken by the Soviet regime to assert control in different
regions, while certain forms of Soviet identity influenced the possibilities of transitioning to democratic
regimes and the configurations of those regimes, as well as collective future expectations. National
identities in democratic regimes influence relations with immigrants, their integration methods, and
the possibilities for creating a more integrated European Union.

The topic of collective identities' operation in political regimes encompasses a spectrum of possible
themes and problems, addressing societal memory regimes, the relationship between society and
(post-)Soviet and democratic political regimes, the impact on the transformation from totalitarian or
authoritarian to democratic regimes, and the influence of collective identities on contemporary
political and societal processes.
