Placiai praktikoje
naudojamas ir mokslininky analizuojamas Australijos paveldo tarybos (AHC) paveldo riziky
valdymo bei Australijos ir Naujosios Zelandijos aplinkos apsaugos tarybos (ANZECC) paveldo
valdymo modeliai. Paprastesnis ir tinkantis vystyti pac¢iy bendruomeniy turizmg yra Australijos
paveldo tarybos (AHC) paveldo riziky valdymo modelis. Lietuvoje tokiy ar pana$iy sukurty
paveldo darnaus valdymo modeliy néra, dazniausiai turizmo verslas iSnaudoja bendruomeniy
sukurtus ir puosel¢jamus paveldo objektus kaip buvo daroma industriniame laikotarpyje. Sio
darbo tikslas istirti bendruomeniy, valdanciy kultiiros pavelds, potenciala, galinCiy vystyti
bendruomeniy turizma kaip darnaus paveldo turizmo atSaka panaudojant vietinius paveldo
objektus. Galima prielaida, kad saviveiksmingumas teigiamai veikia vietos bendruomeniy
jsitraukimg ] turizmo plétra, o tai turi teigiamos jtakos jy gyvenimo kokybei socialiniu ir
ekonominiu poziiiriu. Be to, vietos bendruomenés jsitraukimas j tokio turizmo plétra galéty biiti
ne tik jy pragyvenimo bet ir regiono atsigavimo 3altiniu. Sis darbas uzpildyty kultirinio ir paveldo
industrijy valdymo spragg per bendruomeninj turimo kultiiros paveldo darnyjj vystyma.

EN: Tourism as a branch of economy has many classifications; however, in Lithuania,
community-created tourism product development using objects of cultural heritage has not been
studied. In various countries, communities are included into cultural tourism management in their
territory and also develop and sell tourism products. Globally, there are successful cultural
heritage management models where communities play the most important role. The heritage risk
management model by the Australian Heritage Council (AHC) and the heritage management
model by the Australian and New Zealand Environment Conservation Council (ANZECC are
widely used and analysed by scholars. The simpler heritage management model by the Australian
Heritage Council (AHC) is used to develop community tourism itself. In Lithuania, there are no
such or similar heritage management models, and the tourism business uses heritage objects
developed and nurtured by communities, as it was done in the industrial period. The aim of this
work is to analyse the potential of the communities that manage cultural heritage and that can
develop community tourism as a branch of sustainable heritage tourism using local heritage
objects. It can be assumed that self-efficiency has a positive impact on engagement of local
communities into tourism development, and this has positive impact on their life quality from the




social and economic point of view. Moreover, engagement of local communities into such tourism
development can be the source of not only their livelihood, but also renewal of the region. This
work would fill the gap of cultural and heritage industries through community tourism
development.The research methods used in this paper are: analysis of scientific sources, statistical
data and documents, qualitative and quantitative research.
