Infinitive, present, past, and future tense.
Conjugation patterns. Verb aspect (perfective
vs. imperfective) — introductory level.
Reflexive verbs (-cs1) and their forms.

5) Participles and Gerunds
Morphological features of participles and
gerunds. Their use in communication and
relation to verbs. Distinction between forms
and functions.

6) Numerals and Adverbs

Morphology of cardinal and ordinal numerals.
Number agreement with nouns. Morphology of
adverbs and degrees of comparison. Typical
patterns in everyday communication

7) Functional Words (Invariable Parts of
Speech)

Morphological status of prepositions,
conjunctions, particles, and interjections.
Integration of invariable forms into
communicative contexts. Using morphology to
understand syntactic functions.
