Accurate connections between the analyzed work, the
author's creations, and the literary/epoch context are
identified. Literary theory is appropriately applied, and the
response reflects the respondent's independent thinking.
Language correctness (2 points).

The obtained score is multiplied by 0.3 to calculate its
contribution to the final grade.
