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The recent years at Vilnius University Publishing House have
been denoted by the publication of original academic research
as well as other materials of interest. As always, emphasis has
been made on the currently important national and worldwide-
relevant issues. Notably, during the period under discussion,
we have published a work investigating translation censorship
under the Soviet ideology conditions, a research work on the
identity of diasporas of the Lithuanian origin in the East, and

a monograph overviewing the development of Lithuanian
scholarly periodicals. In addition, we have published a number
of long-awaited textbooks and study books ranging from

an extensive analysis of Lithuanian property law to various
publications devoted process, among them, an educational
material created for the centenary of YIVO. In order to respond
to the needs of society and answer some of the most urgent
questions, we have published a number of books focusing on
popular science and covering an exceptionally wide range of
topics: from the fight against viruses and issues of vaccination,
the identification of poisonous plants in our environment, to the
challenges of preserving the Lithuanian language while living
abroad and discussions of new approaches to negotiation.

Significant attention has been devoted to Scandinavian studies,
where memory research is emphatically prominent. It includes
analysis of the formation, transfer and reception of cultural
memory and even brings us to authentic memories of an
outstanding personality. Our novelties include an exceptional
work of literary art, notably, an original translation of Icelandic
sagas into Lithuanian from Old Icelandic.

As every year, attention was also given to the history of Vilnius
University and its prominent figures. A collection of articles
reviewing printed theses and dissertations from the early
modern period was published. The In persona series was
supplemented with the memoirs of Juozas Vidmantas Vaitkus,
a long-time professor at the Faculty of Physics of Vilnius
University.

History research persists as one of the top priorities of our
publishing house, and it is proud of the passionate and

vivid interest of our readers. This time, we are introducing
several out-of-the-box publications history works, including

a monograph on the personality of the prominent painter
PranciSkus Smuglevicius, an illustrated guidebook to the early
printing houses and workshops of Vilnius City, and research of
the intersections of political and military interests impacting
the formation of the statehood of the Baltic countries after
World War One. During this period, a collection of articles
highlighting the everyday life and distinctiveness of interwar
Lithuanian small towns was presented, alongside a monograph
summarizing decades of archaeological research at the Kernave

hillforts and detailing the latest discoveries. Finally, we are extremely
proud to introduce a collection of archival documents of Vatican
covering a broad range of periods in the history of Lithuania which is
bound to receive attention not only of professional historians but also
history lovers.

Vilnius University Press publishes scientific, representational, and
popular science books, reference books, study literature, scholarly
journals, and doctoral theses. We are a leader among academic
publishing houses not only in Lithuania but also across the Baltic
States. We annually publish approximately 50 titles, 800 articles of
scholarly periodicals, and 150 dissertations, and we are the largest
publishers of scholarly periodicals across the Baltic States.

Papers written by scholars from various countries (approximately 55%
of authors in the periodicals are affiliated to foreign universities) are
published in 44 peer-reviewed periodical and continuous scholarly
journals (for the full list with brief descriptions of their scope, see
www.journals.vu.lt). We are constantly increasing the visibility of VU scholarly
journalsin international databases, specifically, as of December 2025,
23 journals are registered in the Scopus database, and 12 journals are
registered in the Web of Science database; our monographs in English
are indexed in these databases. The total number of open-access
documents (mostly scholarly articles) is over 27 thousand, which in
2024 were downloaded a total of 3.3 million times. Forty peer-reviewed
scholarly journals published by us are also registered on the Directory of
Open Access Journals with the DOAJ seal. All new papers are published
according to the CC BY licence.

All books and scholarly articles published by Vilnius University Press are
peer-reviewed. We support ethical publishing principles and operate
on the basis of guidelines published by the Committee on Publication
Ethics (COPE). We are Crossref members and submit the metadata

of our published materials to the largest open access database of
scientific metadata; thus, we ensure that information is disseminated
across all other databases that are part of the Crossref network. We
have joined the Joint Statement of Principles of the Coalition for
Diversity & Inclusion in Scholarly Communication.

The Press participates in the activities of national and international
associations: the Association of European University Presses (AEUP),
the Lithuanian Publishers Association (LLA), the Lithuanian Academic
Publishers Association (LALA), and the Association of Lithuanian Serials
(LMPA). Books written by our authors are presented at the Book Fairs of
Vilnius, Frankfurt, and London. Since 2019, Vilnius University Press has
been awarding its authors according to two publishing categories: the
Most Read Book of Vilnius University Press and the Most Read Scholarly
Periodical of Vilnius University Press.

Libraries of Lithuania Minor reach us from the seven centuries of history in
Prussia and a mere sixteen years of Klaipéda Region as part of the Republic
of Lithuania. State-level libraries of Kénigsberg castle and university, as

well as libraries of towns, administrative institutions, schools, fellowships,
church, public, and commercial networks are acknowledged as an object

of research. They were complemented by personal libraries which were

open to society. All of them were denoted by the general principles of the
German literary tradition and the regional ethnic culture. In their pursuit to
strengthen the spiritual relationships with the autochthonous communities
and train competent specialists, and also with a fraction of philanthropy,
some Prussian libraries were developing their Lithuanian-language book
stocks as well. In due time, these Lithuanian collections became a foundation
for Lituanistica research. Yet, provision of Lithuanian books to society was
primarily ensured by town libraries. However, Lithuanians made up no more
than 15 percent of the urban population. An important educational function
was performed by the libraries of Lithuanian fellowships. Some of those were
stationary, whereas others were itinerant libraries, and, from the late 19"
century to 1939, 47 such libraries can be listed.

The objective of this academic project is to establish the level of resilience of the socially
vulnerable groups in Lithuania against hybrid threats, and, upon determining their resilience,
to present recommendations to the relevant institutions of the Republic of Lithuania regarding
the implementation of a policy of enhancing the policy of society resilience against hybrid
threats. Primarily, this work seeks to determine the factors determining the resilience of socially
vulnerable groups against disinformation. Having conducted an analysis of the narratives of the
Kremlin propaganda taking advantage of socially vulnerable topics, along with classification of
such threats, the resilience of socially vulnerable groups to these narratives can be determined.

Censorship of translated literature published during the Soviet times is
remarkable in the sense that even though, from the first glance, it was

milder than the translation of the original, ‘domestic’ literature, it was

highly deceptive nevertheless; it was ephemeral as well as dispersed. .
Another peculiar aspect of the Soviet translation censorship derives from

the translation publishing process itself, specifically, from the physical and
geographical dispersion of decision-taking as some decisions were brought
down from Moscow whereas other decisions were made locally. Meanwhile,
at the level beyond the text, there were numerous agents who, while
contributing to translation, were also contributing to its censorship. Therefore,
the (self-) reflection of translation censorship is highly complex, and it requires
essentially detective/forensic work not only in highlighting, but already in
pinpointing it.

Olha
Sushkevych, in her article, explores manipulations of Russia about the topic of ‘peace’, and how
the Kremlin uses it for its own information warfare. Political communication becomes harsher
and harsher. Simultaneously, we are facing a global decrease in democracy. In this issue of
the Journal, two texts analyze these processes. Brock Mays examines Donald Trump’s rhetoric
in the 2024 electoral campaign. The author clearly sees the use of different propaganda
techniques in the construction of narratives, which contributed to Donald Trump winning

a second term in the White House. Belarus also conducted an electoral campaign at the
beginning of 2025. This campaign, and the election that followed, were more than predictable.
Dictator Alexander Lukashenko has been ruling Belarus over the past three decades. Elections
in this country are merely political spectacles. However, any spectacle requires its own play or
plot. Kiryl Kascian explores the Lithuanian motives in the so-called pre-electoral rhetoric of the
‘irreplaceable’ head of Belarus. During the past decades, the Kremlin (or Russian) propaganda
has become a significant headache not only in Eastern Europe but also in Europe as a whole.
There are no tragic events that the Kremlin propaganda does not try to use as a ‘hot potato’.
Valius Venckiinas is analyzing how the Kremlin propaganda media covered the tragic incident
in the swamps of Pabradé Training Area (Lithuania) when four U.S. soldiers perished. Finally,
Viktor Denisenko tries to show how the areas of fantasy, popular culture, and propaganda are
connected in the field of the Kremlin’s communication influence. It is still a grey area that needs
more attention, especially in the countries chosen by Russia as a target of information warfare.

The book reveals the contribution of the senior
generation into the development of scientific laboratories at Vilnius University and their
contribution to scientific progress during the Soviet times and the years of Lithuanian
independence. This story leads to narration about the achievements of Vilnius University
physicists when developing innovative methods which brought progress across a broad range
of technologies, from chips to artificial satellites, and also, most recently, when developing
radiation detectors, most notably, those technologies which contributed to the discovery of
the Higgs boson.

This first volume contains a heritage
of 726 letters in total, of which, 585 letters were written by Antanas Vienuolis himself. The
chronological range from 1907 to 1957 is covered in this volume. The letters were collected
from the funds and collections of various Lithuanian memory institutions as well as archives
of private individuals. In total, this book contains fragments of Vienuolis’s correspondence with
199 addressees. The addressees of his letters were representatives of various fields of literature
and art, involving fine arts, music and theatre, along with personalities in the world of science,
culture, education and public activists. Therefore, the letters by Vienuolis and his dialogues in
letters with his contemporaries could be considered as a peculiar individual work of art serving
as testimony of his life timeline involving World War One, the years of independence, followed
by the German and Soviet occupations, which reflects the reality of cultural (and, to a great
extent, political) life. This publication of sources has been prepared with extensive comments
revealing the relationships between Vienuolis and his addressees, as well as the personalities
and events mentioned in the letters.

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Thisis the first-ever publication of the earliest Lithuanian-German and German-Lithuanian
language dictionary published in three volumes in Prussia by Pilypas Ruigys, called the
Littauisch-Deutsches und Deutsch-Littauisches Lexicon, which was issued in Konigsberg in 1747
atthe printing house of Heinrich Hartung. Volume One also presents a facsimile of the dictionary
which is the first publication ever, and is intended for academic purposes. This publication

is based on the copy stored at the Rare Books Department of the Wroblewski Library of the
Lithuanian Academy of Sciences. Volume Two contains a critical publication of the dictionary
compiled by Pilypas Ruigys (Philipp Ruhig, 1675-1749) along with a detailed study of the
dictionary written by Vilma Zubaitiené. This critical publication is a significant source for the
research of the history of the Lithuanian language and its lexicography which provides grounds
for profound cognition of the usage of the Lithuanian language in the 18" century as well as

the developments taking place at the time. Volume Three contains an index of the Lithuanian
lexis covered by Pilypas Ruigys compiled by Ona Aleknaviciené along with a study of this

index. The index involves two parts, specifically, common and proper vocabulary. It presents
analyzed and systematically classified word forms. This index is of relevance to language
historians, lexicologists, lexicographers and dialectologists. Book researchers, paremiologists
and dialectologists will also take interest in this index. As the dictionary of Pilypas Ruigys is a
product of the Age of Enlightenment, it contains abundant data for the research in the fields of
ethnography, monetary units, history of taxes, agriculture, botany, medicine, and pharmacy. The
study discusses the key features of orthography, phonetics and morphology, thereby highlighting
not only the features which were prominent in Prussia in the mid-18" century, but also the
unique features of this particular dictionary.

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On the grounds of a decree of Pope Francis, from March 1, 2020, the resources of central Church
archives were opened to researchers. They include documents originating in the times of the
pontificate of one of his predecessors, Pope Pius XII (1939-1958). This decision triggered immense
interest not only in the community of Church historian but also in broad society as it responded

to well-grounded expectations that the newly available sources will help to find an answer to
controversial questions regarding the stance and policy of the Holy See during World War Two

and at the beginning of the Cold War. The years of the pontificate of Pius XII overlap with the most
dramatic events in the history of Lithuania in the 20" century, including the loss of statehood, armed
anti-Soviet resistance, the terror of the totalitarian regimes of the occupant forces along with the
forceful disruption of the forms of social, cultural and religious life, when a new wave of a forced
Lithuanian migration to the West was observed. The documents sourced from Vatican archives
published in this book provide a unique opportunity to observe how this all-devastating historical
turmoil was perceived by officials of various Holy See institutions, and what was their response. It is
also possible to determine what impact on the decisions taken at these institutions could have been
made by the efforts of the Lithuanian diaspora clergy and diplomats in exile. Especially prominent
value can be attributed to handwritten notes of the heads of the diplomatic activity of Vatican as
they open up a window to the usually hermetic inner world of the Holy See institutions.
