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Diskurso lingvistika yra pastaraisiais metais greitai besiplétojanti sritis, kuri koncentruojasi ties
struktiiriniais kalbos vienetais didesniais uz sakinj. Jos tyrimo objektai — gyvo dialogo struktiiriniai
désningumai, gramatiniy ir leksiniy priemoniy vartosena plac¢iajam pokalbio kontekste, diskurso
zymikliai ir dalelytés, informacinés struktiiros Zyméjimas, referencijos priemonés. Diskurso
lingvistika remiasi skirtingomis teorinémis prielaidomis ir metodologijomis, pvz., gali sietis su
kognityvine lingvistika, konstrukcine gramatika, vartosenos paremta lingvistika, pokalbio analize.
Gali bati tiriama tik viena kalba arba daugiau kalby lyginamojoje perspektyvoje. Diskurso
lingvistika besidomintys kandidatai privalo turéti BA ar MA kalbotyros laipsnj, gerai zZinoti
pagrindines bendrosios kalbotyros sgvokas ir mokéti jas taikyti, dométis gyvosios Snekamosios
kalbos duomeny rinkimu ir analize. Stojant ] doktorantiirg, kandidatui/ei reikia pasirinkti tiriama
kalbg ar kalbas bei siauresne diskurso tyrimy sritj. Su tyrimo metodologija ir reikalingais teoriniais
darbais doktorantas/¢ susipazjsta per doktorantiiros studijas.

Discourse linguistics is a vibrant research field whose scope is language structures larger than a
sentence. It focuses on phenomena such as the structural regularities of dialogic speech, the
discourse factors triggering the use of particular grammatical and lexical resources, discourse
markers and discourse particles, information structure, and referential devices. Discourse linguistics
relies upon theoretical and methodological frameworks as diverse as cognitive linguistics,
construction grammar, usage-based linguistics, and conversation analysis. Studies in discourse
linguistics may be either language-specific or contrastive. Canditates interested in writing their PhD
thesis in the field of discourse linguistics must hold a BA or MA degree in linguistics. They must
know and be able to correctly apply the basic structural notions of general linguistics and should be
interested in the collection and analysis of spontaneous speech data. When presenting their
application, candidates should choose one or more target languages as well as a particular domain
or phenomenon of discourse. Methodological and theoretical foundations of discourse linguistics
research are acquired during the postgraduate programme.
