KvieCiame teikti archeologijos srities doktorantiros tyrimy projektus, kurie orientuojasi j Sias
pagrindines Kkryptis: 1) Lietuvos priesistor¢ ir istoriniy laiky archeologija (placiaja prasme): naujos ar
mazai tirtos temos bei metodologinis atsinaujinimas; 2) bioarcheologijos (antropologijos,
archeobotanikos, zooarcheologijos) tyrimy plétoté. Tyrimy chronologija apima laikotarpj nuo
pirmyjy gyventojy iKi ,,8iuolaikinés praeities”. Geografine prasme, skatinamos ne tik su dabartinés
Lietuvos priesistore ar istoriniy laiky archeologija susijusios temos, taip pat laukiama projekty,
pasizyminc¢iy platesne (regionine, globalia) perspektyva. Moksliniai tyrimai archeologijos srityje
suprantami kaip tarpdisciplininé veikla, siekianti atskleisti praeities bendruomeniy raidos
kompleksiSkuma, tirti aplinka, kurioje bendruomenés egzistavo, taip pat prisidéti prie valstybei ir
visuomenei aktualiy klausimy, kuriy sprendimui reikalingas archeologijos mokslas, tyrimy. Tikimasi
projekty, pasizyminc¢iy tematiniu ir metodologiniu naujumu, skatinanc¢iy archeologijos mokslo plétra
Lietuvoje ir tarptautiniame kontekste.

Archaeology

We welcome PhD research projects in the field of archaeology, which focus on the following main
areas: 1) Lithuanian prehistory and historical archaeology (in the broad sense): new or under-
examined topics and methodological renewal; 2) research in the field of bioarchaeology
(anthropology, archaeobotany, zooarchaeology). The chronology can cover the period from the first
inhabitants to the contemporary past. Geographically, the aim is not only to encourage research
related to the prehistory or historical archaeology of the present-day Lithuania, but also to develop
new topics with a broader (regional or global) perspective. Research in the field of archaeology is
understood as an interdisciplinary activity that seeks to reveal the complexity of the development of
communities in the past, to examine the environment in which they existed, as well as to contribute
to the issues of national and societal relevance, which require the archaeological investigation.
Projects are expected to be thematically and methodologically new and to promote the development
of archaeology in Lithuania and internationally.
