Annotation of the course content

The subject is intended for doctoral students. The aim of the subject is to know well and
critically analyze the processes of contemporary Lithuanian literature: to get to know individual
authors, works, general trends and individual stylistic systems of the last decades of the 20th
century and the first decades of the 21st century, to freely and convincingly argue your
assessment, to express an authentic and reasonable point of view . The object of this subject is
works and contexts, the sociological climate of culture, outstanding or obscure phenomena,
which are explained in the light of reliable Lithuanian and foreign literary criticism and theory.
It is suggested to look for interdisciplinary, intercultural parallels, to look for the reasons for the
state of Lithuanian literature in wider cultural and humanistic contexts. Contemporary contexts
of European literature, theory, and art are necessary to understand for the development of free
thought and expression. The chronological starting point of the researched literature is the Cold
War period, Soviet and post-Soviet literature, and the literature of independent Lithuania. An
important task of this subject is to consider the questions of authorities and authorities and
novelty, the balance of aesthetic and moral evaluation criteria, to be able to look at the deeper
layers of culture through the phenomenon, to analyze questions of Lithuanian mentality,
foreignness, otherness. To consider classic and popular subjects, changes in genre change, to
understand the characteristics of fiction that has found itself in the new technology and
information system.
