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Subject annotation 

The subject introduces the problems of the development of European and Lithuanian cities, 

highlighting the economic, self-governing, legal and spatial aspects of urban development (the 

chronology covers the 13th-21st centuries).  

The subject introduces the diversity of urban history sources, the possibilities of their mutual 

coordination and the methodology of working with large data arrays. The sources of urban 

history are characterized by great diversity: 1) written sources (privileges of self-government, 

city law, documents of city institutions: court, tax books, descriptions of city holdings, 

inventories, etc.), 2) cartographic, 3) objects of material cultural heritage (archaeological 

findings, remains of buildings, etc.), 4) geological and archaeological stratigraphic data. The 

recording, systematization, dating and research of different sources are carried out by different 

methods with different accuracy, so the subject will introduce the broad possibilities of data 

correlation allowing to make more reliable scientific conclusions. Also consulting in the 

application of big data management and research methods (relational databases, ArcGIS, 

statistical research methods).  

The subject will also aim to develop the research work skills of young scientists. The subject is 

calculated taking into account the scope of the doctoral student's research work, needs and 

methods applied at work. The course can be taught in Lithuanian and English. 
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
