KAS BUVO IR KAS YRA
MARTYNAS JANKUS

Devynioliktojo amziaus antrosios pusés tautinio atgimimo ir sajadzio
epocha Lietuvoje ir kitose Baltijos salyse buvo daug kuo panasi ir skirtin-
ga. Tai lémé priklausomybé carinés Rusijos imperijai, jos ekonominés, po-
litinés ir teisinés sistemos dominavimas, ne rusy tauty diskriminavimas,
$iy tauty sparti kultaring, socialiné ir politiné branda, savarankiskumo
siekis. Panasios gyvenimo salygos ir interesai jas artino ir jungé. Taciau
lietuviy tautos padétis buvo sudétingesné. Ja komplikavo po 1863—1864
mety sukilimo numalSinimo caro vyriausybés jvestas lietuviskos spaudos
draudimas ir etninés teritorijos priklausymas skirtingoms valstybéms. Di-
desnioji jos dalis buvo valdoma Rusijos, mazesnioji, vadinama Mazaja
Lietuva — Vokietijos. Ju suartéjimas buvo apsunkintas ne tik susipriesinu-
siy imperiju sienos. Mazosios Lietuvos iSskirtinuma lémé priklausymas
vakarietiskai, didesnés ekonominés ir kultarinés pazangos valstybei, ne-
suvarzytas gyventojy judéjimas po Europos ir kitas salis, Simtametés kitos
tikybos (liuterony) tradicijos.

Mazaja Lietuva atsigrezti | DidZiaja Lietuva paskatino lietuviskos
spaudos draudimas ir jaunos nacionalinés inteligentijos pastangos suar-
tinti perskirtas tautos dalis. Mazosios Lietuvos miestai tapo draudziamos
spaudos leidimo ir gabenimo per siena baze, sajudzio veikéju tarpine
stotimi tarp Ryty ir Vakary. Cia gimé visy sroviy ir spalvy lietuvikoji
politiné periodika, pasiekusi ne tik skaitytojus tévynéje, bet ir lietuviy
iSeiviy, telkinius Rygoje, Tartu, Sankt Peterburge, Maskvoje, Var$uvoje,
Berlyne, Berne, Londone, Cikagoje, Niujorke, Toronte ir daugelyje kity
pasaulio viety. Tautos konsolidacijos procese aktyviai dalyvavo daug Ma-
zosios Lietuvos visuomeninio ir politinio sajadzio veikéjuy. Tarp iskiliau-
siy minétinas gydytojas Vilius Bruozis, Prisijos landtago deputatas ku-

nigas Vilius Gaigalaitis, Vokietijos reichstago deputatas tkininkas Jonas



Smalakys, verslininkas Jonas Vanagaitis, raytojas Vydinas, dvarininkas
Dovas Zaunius.

Martyno Jankaus (1858-1946) visuomeniné veikla prasidéjo 1885 m.
steigiant pirmaja kultiros draugija ,,Biruté®. Jam teko bati ir jos organiza-
toriumi, ir vadovu. Tac¢iau politiné veikla buvo nesé¢kminga. Rinkimuose
i vokieciy parlamentus M. Jankus laiméjo nedaug balsy. Priezas¢iy buvo
kelios: vokieciy partijy priesiskumas lietuviy sajadziui, finansiSkai pra-
nasesniy, konkurenty spaudimas, i$silavinimo stygius, astrus charakeeris,
atsidavimas spaudos leidybiniam darbui. Sis darbas buvo itin produkty-
vus, truko daugiau kaip ketvirtj amziaus ir apémé leidyba, spausdinima ir
spaudiniy prekyba. Nuo 1889 iki 1923 mety M. Jankaus spaustuvéje, su
pertrikiais veikusioje net penkiose vietovése, pasirodé apie 400 knygy ir
brositry ir 25 periodiniai leidiniai. Jie skirti Mazajai ir DidZiajai Lietuvai,
lietuviy iseivijai, vokieciy ir kaimyniniy $aliy tautoms. Spaustuvininko ir
leidéjo veikla pasizyméjo demokratiskumu, orientacija j pasaulietines or-
ganizacijas, tautinius, visuomeninius ir revoliucinius judéjimus. Jo jmoné
ir namai Biténuose tapo viena svarbiausiy carinés valdZios draudziamos
lietuviskos spaudos gamybos ir transportavimo | Didziajg Lietuva cent-
ry, Vokietijos valstybéje. Neatsitiktinai po jo stogu yra lankesi ir gyvene
praéjusiy amziy, sgvartos zymiausi lietuviy kultaros ir politikos veikéjai,
desimtys pavojingiausio uzsiémimo atstovy, - slapta per sieng spauda ga-
benusiy knygnesiy.

Aktyvus spaudos verslas, tauting, tikybiné ir politiné tolerancija skati-
no M. Jankaus aplinkos ir rysiy internacionalizavima. Jis leido ir spausdi-
no ne tik vietos — lietuviy ir vokie¢iy — kalbomis. Spaustuvininkas XIX a.
pabaigoje palaiké glaudzius rysius su revoliucine lenky uZzsienio grupe
,» Watka Klas“. Jos atstovo M. Abramowicziaus uzsakymu i$spausdino ke-
leta politiniy knygy lenky ir baltarusiy kalba. Greic¢iausiai M. Jankaus
spaustuvéje iS¢jo baltarusiy nacionalinio poeto Fr. Bahuszewicziaus eilé-
ra$¢iy rinkinys Baltarusijos smuikininké (Skrypacka Bielaruskaja). Jis neis-

liko — nelegaliai gabenant per siena, knyga konfiskavo ir sunaikino caro



zandarai. Baltarusiskus leidinius M. Jankus spausdino lotynisku $riftu.
Buta rysiy ir su latviy knygos veikéjais. I$ laisky Zinoma, kad tartasi dél
spausdinimo latviskai, tadiau tokiy leidiniy kol kas nenustatéme. Juy atra-
dimai galimi — M. Jankaus vaidmuo spaudos kaimyniniy tauty kalbomis
leidyboje iki $iol tebéra neistirtas.

Po Pirmojo pasaulinio karo M. Jankus atsidéjo Lietuvos valstybingu-
mo jtvirtinimui ir stiprinimui. Jis 1918 m. pasira$é zinomajj Tilzés akta
apie Mazosios ir DidzZiosios Lietuvos susijungima, 1920 m. buvo koop-
tuotas | Lietuvos valstybés taryba, 1923 m. vadovavo Vyriausiajam Ma-
zosios Lietuvos gelbéjimo komitetui, jvykdziusiam ginkluota Klaipédos
krasto prijungima prie Lietuvos Respublikos. Politiniuose sprendimuose
buvo nuoseklus ir ryztingas, visada tikéjo Lietuvos valstybés ateitimi. Jos
interesams atstovavo kelionése j Amerikos ir Skandinavijos salis. Atpildo
sulauké garbioje senatvéje. Buvo apdovanotas aukstais Lietuvos ir uzsie-
nio $aliy ordinais, pelné visuomenés pripazinta Mazosios Lietuvos Patri-
archo titula, dar gyvam (vieninteliam) laikinojoje sostinéje Kaune buvo
pastatytas paminklas. Deja, dél nacistinés Vokietijos invazijos j Klaipédos
krastg teko palikti gimting, véliau bégti nuo antrosios sovietinés okupaci-
jos. Miré perkeltuju asmeny stovykloje, Lietuvai atkiirus nepriklausomy-
be palaikai perlaidoti téviskés kapinése.

Mokslui vertingg palikima sudaro M. Jankaus leidyklos ir spaustuvés
archyvas, sudarytas ne tik i§ rastvedybos dokumenty, bet ir i§ gausybeés
laisky, adresuoty tiek jam, tiek ir jo leisty laikrasc¢io redaktoriams. Sau-
goti savo rankras¢ius M. Jankui buvo patikéje kai kurie tautinio sajt-
dzio veikéjai. Dabar didZioji archyvo dalis laikoma Vilniaus universiteto
bibliotekoje, kai kas per revoliucinius 1905-1906 metus buvo i$vogta i$
paties M. Jankaus ir atsidaré Maskvoje, nedidelé dalis netikétai 2008 m.
geguze atrasta ardant medinio namo stoga Kaune. Isliko kone visi spaus-
tuvés leidiniai. Sis paveldas sudaro palankias salygas M. Jankaus gyveni-

mo ir veiklos tyrimams, ta¢iau padaryta dar nedaug. Pirmaeilé uzduotis



biity monografijos apie jji, publicistikos rinkinio ir svarbiausiy rankrasé¢iy
publikacija.

MARTYNAS JANKUS:
WHO HE WAS AND WHO HE IS

The period of national renaissance and movement in Lithuania and other
Baltic States at the second half of the nineteenth century was similar and
different in many aspects. The influence of the Tsarist Russian Empire on
them was great: the domination of its economic, political and legal sys-
tem, discrimination of non-Russian nations, rapid cultural, political and
social maturity of these nations, and their desire of independency. Similar
conditions of life and interests united them. However, the situation of
Lithuanian nation was more complicated by the ban of press introdu-
ced by Tsarist government after the resurrection in 1863-1864 and the
fact that the ethnic Lithuanian territory belonged to different states. The
larger part was under Russia, the smaller one called Lithuania Minor —
under Germany. To keep closer contacts between them was difficult not
only because of the borders among rival empires. Lithuania Minor was
in an exclusive position because it belonged to the Western state with
more progressive economy and culture and enjoyed the free movement of
inhabitants among European and other countries, it also had a different
religious tradition (Lutheran) for several hundred years.

The ban of Lithuanian press and the efforts of the young national
intelligentsia stimulated Lithuania Minor to turn to the Great Lithuania
and to close the divide between them. The towns in Lithuania Minor
have become the centre of publishing the banned literature and smug-
gling it over the border as well as a link between East and West for the
members of the movement. Political periodicals of all kinds and colours
was born here and reached not only the readers in the homeland, but also
Lithuanian emigration in Riga, Tartu, St. Petersburg, Moscow, Warsaw,
Berlin, Berne, London, Chicago, New York, Toronto and other cities of
the world. Many of the public and political activists in Lithuania Minor

had participated in the process of national consolidation. Some of the
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most prominent of them are: a physician Vilius Bruozis, a member of
Prussian Landtag and a priest Vilius Gaigalaitis, a member of German
Reichstag and a farmer Jonas Smalakys, a businessmen Jonas Vanagaitis,
a writer Vydanas, and a landowner Dovas Zaunius.

Martynas Jankus (1858-1946) started his public activities in 1885
during the establishment of the first cultural society ,Birute®. He was its
organiser and leader. However, his political activity was not successful. In
the elections to the German parlaments he did not get many voices. The-
re were several reasons for that: German parties were antagonistic to the
Lithuanian movement, the pressure of the financially stronger competi-
tors was great, and he himself lacked education, was not flexible and di-
plomatic enough and was too devoted to the publishing work. The latter
was especially productive and continued over a quarter of a century. He
also worked with printing and distribution of publications. Over 400 bo-
oks and brochures and 25 periodicals were published during 1889-1923
in M. Jankus’ printing house, which operated in five different places with
short breaks in between. This production was addressed to Lithuanian
Minor and the Great Lithuania, the Lithuania emigration and German as
well as other neighbouring nations. His printing and publishing activity
was democratic and oriented to secular organisations, national, public
and revolutionary movements. His enterprise and house in Biténai beca-
me one of the most important centers of production and transportation
of the banned Lithuanian literature in Germany. His home was frequen-
ted by the most prominent activists of Lithuanian culture and politics of
the period and dozens of the representatives of the most dangerous job —
book carriers who transported the banned literature over the border.

An active publishing business, national, religious and political tole-
rance stimulated internationalization of Jankus environment and con-
tacts. He published not only in local — Lithuanian and German — lan-
guages. At the end of the 19th century, as a printer he maintained close
relations with the revolutionary Polish foreign group ,, Watka Klas“ (Class

struggle). According to the order of its representative M. Abramowicz,
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Jankus printed several political books in Polish and Byelorussian. Most
probably the collection of poems by a national Byelorussian poet Fr. Ba-
huszewicz Byelorussian violinist (Skrypacka Bielaruskaja) was published in
M. Jankus’ printing house. It was lost: while illegally transported over the
border it was confiscated and destroyed by Tsarist gendarmes. M. Jankus
had published Byelorussian publications in Latin script. He also main-
tained contacts with Latvian book workers. His correspondence proves
negotiations about publishing in Latvian, but so far we have failed to find
publications in this language. It is likely that we may discover them in the
future as the role of M. Jankus in publishing for neighbouring nations in
their languages has not been researched yet.

After the First World War, M. Jankus devoted himself to the strengt-
hening of the Lithuanian State. In 1918, he had signed the Tilsit Act
about the union of Lithuania Great and Lithuania Minor; in 1920, was
co-opted into the Governmental Council of Lithuania; in 1923, led the
Supreme Committee of Rescue of Lithuania Minor, which conducted an
armed annexation of Klaipéda region to the Republic of Lithuania. He
was coherent and resolute in his political decisions and always believed in
the future of the Lithuanian State. In its interests he travelled in America
and Scandinavian countries. In his late years his activity was acknowled-
ged. He was awarded high orders from Lithuania and foreign countries
and was publicly acclaimed as the Patriarch of Lithuania Minor. He was
the only one who had a monument erected for him in the temporary ca-
pital Kaunas during his life-time. Unfortunately, after the Nazi invasion
to Klaipéda region he had to leave his homeland and later emigrate be-
cause of the second Soviet occupation. He died in the camp for displaced
persons. After the restoration of Lithuanian independence, his remnants
were brought to the cemetery in his birthplace.

The archive of M. Jankus publishing and printing house consisting
not only of the administrative documents but also of many letters ad-
dressed to him and editors of newspapers published by him is a valuable

heritage for the research. Some activists of the national movement have
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trusted M. Jankus with the safe-keeping of their manuscripts. At pre-
sent the largest part of the archive is stored in Vilnius University Library.
Some things were stolen from M. Jankus during the revolutionary pe-
riod of 1905-1906 and at present are in Moscow. A part of the archive
was unexpectedly found in May 2008 during the re-construction of a
roof in one of wooden Kaunas’ houses. Almost all publications printed
by M. Jankus have survived. This heritage is favourable for research of
M. Jankus life and activity, however, not much is done so far. The most
important tasks would be to publish a monograph about him, a collecti-
on of his publicist writings and other manuscripts.

Conference organisers hope to receive insightful papers that will ins-
tigate serious discussions among active and numerous audiences. This
event should stimulate the timely and meaningful research in manuscript
and published heritage of book. Multi-aspect and diverse evaluation of
the outstanding personality and activity of M. Jankus is a good premi-
se for prospective discoveries of past press contacts and traditions. They
might be valuable if applied suitably to the co-operation between Lithu-
