IV. SUMMARY

Following the visit, the review team is convinced that the future of the humanities in Lithuania is on
a very strong footing, thanks to the dedication and abilities of the teaching and research staff and the
high motivation of an impressive group of passionate students. Clearly, this is possible only if the
Department of Classical Studies is supported by the relevant academic and political authorities. The
reform of the universities which is under way in the country must take into consideration that
classical studies develops enlightened citizens, and thus — all the more so in the context of
globalisation — constitutes a strong pillar of democracy, and consequently classical philology
programmes should be at least preserved, and better reinforced, on implementation of the reform.

The programme meets the requirements of Level VII of the Lithuanian and European Qualifications
Framework. Both general competences and specific ILOs are clearly formulated in line with the
best examples of international practice. These cover an appropriate range of professional and
transferable skills and would stand comparison with benchmarks typically employed for
programmes of this level in other systems and jurisdictions. The balance between transferable and
subject-specific skills in the programme’s aims and ILOs meets the need to ensure that students are
prepared for a variety of opportunities after graduation, including further study at PhD level,
teaching and other professions cognate with or germane to the programme, and a wide range of
other employment destinations with no vocational link to the programme itself. Employment rates
are high and impressively varied. For careers in secondary education, more attention could be paid
to identify what the challenges and opportunities currently are for supplying this market and
meeting its needs.



The rationale for the curriculum coverage and focus, especially on the Greek side, remained a little
unclear, even after probing during the review itself. The various offerings seemed largely to depend
upon staff availability and expertise, both within the department and in the cognate disciplines
whose teaching staff also contribute. There was not much indication that Classicists were engaged
in dialogue with other disciplines in their design and delivery. As a result, modules in other
disciplines were not especially tightly integrated into the programme and did not seem to reflect an
overarching programme design or purpose. Interdisciplinarity was asserted, but not fully Justified,
either in documentation or in the review process on site. The improvement of a regular internal
process of module and programme review might help address this issue. In terms of the contribution
of classroom practice and the design of the programme’s assessment processes to the achievements
of the curriculum aims, it was clear that good practice was being followed and that good outcomes
were being achieved, yet there were low levels of ownership and buy-in to the whole notion of ILOs
on the part of teaching staff. Such engagement might be developed by the improvement of a system
annual course monitoring.

The teaching staff is highly qualified, the great majority being involved in research projects, both
national and international. It is all the more notable that the staff workload is rather high, although
there is a current trend towards its diminution. Many teachers of the Department have received
national awards and foreign medals. Consequently the qualification of the teaching staff is quite
correct to ensure the attended learning outcomes of a 2" cycle study programme. The devotion of
the teachers, their passion for teaching classical philology, and their involvement not only in
academic activities but also in a wide range of cultural events explain the high degree of motivation
and satisfaction of the students. Nevertheless, two aspects, linked to the internationalisation, could
be improved: first, mobility is very low. It is true that this negative aspect is well balanced by the
high number of visiting professors from foreign universities, which shows that the Department is
attractive. Secondly, publications in international reviews are not very numerous: in fact, most of
the papers are written in Lithuanian and published in Lithuania. Finally, it is also important to
ensure earlier promotion of the teachers so as not to discourage younger members of staff, and to
give more responsibilities to those Professors with “habilitation” who are not supervisors and are
not involved in the final Master thesis module. Normally such professors have the highest
qualification for research activities and training, and they should assume more responsibilities in the
supervision of the thesis and the scientific writing modules.

As far as the facilities and learning resources, the visit allowed the verification of a real
improvement of the situation since the last evaluation, thanks to the renovation works undertaken
by the University between 2010 and 2012, with specific funds for refurbishment. Considering the
small number of students, including first cycle students, the space available is quite sufficient and
fits the pedagogical needs. Thanks to the Digital Philology Centre (DPC) of the Faculty of
Philology, students have free access to all the main databases and can also participate in the
development of digital resources. However, it is clear that the DCP needs more funds to be able to
buy foreign monographs and complete the collection of ancient sources or classical journals. When
checking the bibliography of the final thesis, the expert team could notice that some recent
publications were not mentioned. The lack of foreign monographs and recent research papers is a
problem that the DCP has to face.

The students on the whole are satisfied with this programme, which is flexible and also compatible
other study programmes in so far as students can choose courses in Classical Philology as part of
their individual study plan. According to some of them, not all aspects of the study programme met
their expectations: for instance, students are not happy to study second-year subjects during the first
year and the necessity to study a third language, such as [talian, meets mixed reactions. However,
students are very satisfied with the family atmosphere and the individual support and feedback they
benefit from throughout their studies. If something is wrong, teachers help students and



collaboration between students and teachers is good and strong. Students also have the possibility to
meet the Study Counsellor during specific hours, also via a special website or by email. This is one
of the most positive aspects of this programme. There is no possibility to undertake an internship as
part of the Master’s programme, and this is an aspect which could be improved. Students are also
encouraged to participate in additional research activities, scientific conferences, or other cultural
events, but the participation should be more active. The Digital Philology Centre offers good
opportunities to engage in research activities in addition to the compulsory thesis writing and some
students were able do several months of research work on projects financed by the RCL, which is
also a very positive aspect. Students can also gain experience by participating as members and
volunteers in Classical Association conferences and events. One of the most popular is Classical
Theatre, where they can deploy and develop their personal expression skills and participate in
different festivals and other events, while also directly contributing to the valorization of the
humanities. Finally, students are encouraged to participate in student mobility programmes, but
mobility of students is very low: in the last period only 2 students went abroad. This is also an
aspect which should be improved in the future.

The above observations indicate that the management of the programme ensures its efficient
operation and positive results, especially in terms of employability. Some weaknesses were,
however, observed during the visit. The main one is the fact that students and social partners are not
really integrated in the SER committee: they are consulted, but they do not participate in the
discussion and writing of the report. Secondly, it is not wholly clear how questionnaires are used to
improve the curriculum; for instance, it seems that individual members of teaching staff are not
directly informed about the results of these questionnaires. The Department should consider
improving an annual system of internal course monitoring which might consider, infer alia, grade
profiles, feedback from staff, feedback from students, and review issues such as accommodation,
learning resources, workloads, student performance, and strengths and weaknesses in course
delivery.

2. It is recommended that the department give thought to the introduction of periodic graduate
student conferences, perhaps involving students from other Baltic and East European
nations, so that MA students have opportunities to obtain experience in presenting their
research before a variety of audiences.

3. Curriculum design should include the possibility of internships so that students could
acquire and develop more practical skills.

4. The international mobility of teaching staff and internationalisation of research activities
should be improved.

5. The number of relevant foreign monographs and recent research publications should be
increased.

6. The social partners and the students should be fully involved and consulted in the curricula

development and the preparation of the SER to ensure that all interests and perspectives are

appropriately represented.

IV. SANTRAUKA

Po vizito eksperty grupé yra jsitikinusi, kad humanitariniy moksly ateitis Lietuvoje turi labai tvirta
pagrinda, nes déstytojai ir tyréjai yra atsidave ir kompetentingi, o jspiidinga entuziastingy studenty
grupe ypa¢ motyvuota. Akivaizdu, kad tai realu tik todel, kad Klasikinés filologijos katedra remia
atitinkamos akademinés ir politinés institucijos. Siuo metu 3alyje vykdoma universitety reforma
turety atsizvelgti j tai, kad klasikines filologijos studijos rengia iSprususius piliecius, taigi — taip pat
atsizvelgiant | globalizacijos aplinkybes — tampa tvirtu demokratijos ramséiu, todél klasikinés
filologijos studijy programos turéty biti bent jau i§saugotos ir dar labiau sustiprintos jgyvendinant
reforma.

Studijy programa atitinka Lietuvos ir Europos kvalifikacijy sgrangos VII lygmens reikalavimus.
Tiek bendrieji gebéjimai, tiek specifiniai numatomi studijy rezultatai yra aikiai suformuluoti
vadovaujantis geriausia tarptautine praktika. Jie apima atitinkamus profesinius ir perkeliamuosius
geb¢jimus ir juos bty galima palyginti su tipiskais kitose sistemose ir jurisdikcijose vykdomy $io
lygmens studijy programy ugdomais gebéjimais. Perkeliamyjy ir dalykiniy gebéjimy pusiausvyra
studijy programos tiksluose ir numatomuose studijy rezultatuose atitinka poreikj uztikrinti, kad
studentai biity pasirenge pasinaudoti jvairiomis galimybémis baige studijas, jskaitant tolesnes



doktorantiiros studijas, déstymg ir kitas profesijas, giminingas $iai studijy programai ar su ja
susijusias, taip pat jvairiausius kitus darbus, profesiskai nesusijusius su studijy programa.
Isidarbinimo rodiklis yra aukstas ir pasizymi jspidinga jvairove. Kalbant apie karjera vidurinio
ugdymo sistemoje, reikéty daugiau démesio skirti nustatant dabartinius rinkos apriipinimo ir jos

Programos sandaros aprépties ir orientacijos loginis pagrindas, ypa¢ kalbant apie graiky kalbos dalj,
iliko nevisiskai aiSkus net po vertinimo metu uzduoty klausimy. [vairiis sitilymai didZigja dalimi
priklauso nuo katedros ir susijusiy discipliny padaliniy, kuriy personalas prisideda prie studijy
programos, déstytojy prieinamumo ir kompetencijos. Néra ypatingy pozymiy, kad Klasikinés
filologijos katedros personalas palaikyty dialoga su kity discipliny atstovais dél ty dalyky turinio ir
déstymo. Todel kity discipling moduliai néra itin glaudziai integruoti j studijy programa ir
neatspindi pagrindinio programos modelio ar tikslo. Tvirtinama, kad tarpdalykiskumas egzistuoja,
taciau Sio fakto nepavyko iki galo pagristi nei dokumentacijoje, nei vertinimo vizito metu.
Reguliaraus vidinio moduliy ir programos vertinimo proceso tobulinimas galéty padeti 1Sspresti §j
klausimg. Kalbant apie tai, kiek auditorinis darbas ir vertinimo procesai prisideda siekiant studijy
programos tiksly, akivaizdu, kad laikomasi geros praktikos ir pasiekti geri rezultatai, tadiau dalis
destytojy mazai prisidéje formuluojant numatomus studijy rezultatus. Jy jsitraukima galima didinti
tobulinant kasmetines studijy programos stebésenos sistems.

Déstytojai yra aukstos kvalifikacijos, didzioji dalis dalyvauja nacionaliniy ir tarptautiniy tyrimy
projektuose. Taip pat minétina, kad darbuotojy darbo kritvis yra gana didelis, nors pastaruoju metu
pastebima jo maZinimo tendencija. Daugelis katedros déstytojy yra gave nacionaliniy apdovanojimy
ir tarptautiniy medaliy. Taigi, déstytojy kvalifikacija yra gana tinkama, siekiant uZtikrinti antrosios
pakopos studijy programos numatomus studijy rezultatus. Déstytojy atsidavimas ir entuziazmas
destant klasiking filologija, taip pat jy dalyvavimas ne tik akademinéje veikloje, bet ir jvairiuose
kultiriniuose renginiuose, paaiskina auksta studenty motyvacijg ir pasitenkinima studijomis. Vis
delto, galima pagerinti du su tarptautiskumu susijusius aspektus. Pirma, judumo rodiklis yra labai
zemas. Tiesa ta, kad §j neigiamg aspekta atsveria didelis skaiCius i§ uZsienio universitety
atvykstanciy déstytojy, rodantis, kad katedra yra patraukli. Antra, skelbiama nedaug publikacijy
tarptautiniuose recenzuojamuose zurnaluose; i§ tiesy, dauguma straipsniy parasyti lietuviy kalba ir
yra skelbiami Lietuvoje. Galiausiai, taip pat svarbu uztikrinti ankstyvesnj déstytojy paaukstinima,
taip skatinant jaunesnius personalo narius, ir suteikti daugiau atsakomybeés profesoriams, turintiems
habilituoto daktaro laipsnj, kurie nevadovauja baigiamiesiems darbams ir nedésto baigiamojo
magistro darbo dalyko. Paprastai Sie profesoriai turi didziausia kvalifikacijg, kalbant apie tiriamaja
veiklg ir déstyma, todel jie turéty prisiimti daugiau atsakomybés vadovaujant baigiamiesiems
darbams ir déstant akademinio ra§ymo dalykus.

Kalbant apie materialiuosius isteklius, vizito metu buvo patikrinta, kiek realiai pageréjo situacija po
paskutinio vertinimo del universiteto 2010-2012 m. vykdytos renovacijos gavus specialiy 1ésy
atnaujinimo darbams. Atsizvelgiant j nedidelj studenty skaiciy, jskaitant pirmosios studijy pakopos
studentus, esamos patalpos yra pakankamos ir atitinka pedagoginius poreikius. Filologijos fakulteto
Skaitmenines filologijos centras suteikia studentams nemokamg prieiga prie visy pagrindiniy
duomeny baziy ir galimybe prisidéti kuriant skaitmeninius isteklius. Tadiau akivaizdu, kad
Skaitmenines filologijos centrui reikia daugiau 1¢3y, kad galéty jsigyti uZsienio monografijy ir
sukomplektuoty visg senyjy Saltiniy ar klasikinés filologijos Zurnaly rinkinj. Tikrindama baigiamuyjy
darby bibliografijg, eksperty grupé pastebéjo, kad nepaminétos kai kurios naujausios publikacijos.
UZsienio monografijy ir naujausiy tyrimy straipsniy trikumas yra problema, kurig turi spresti
Skaitmeninés filologijos centras.

Studentai apskritai patenkinti $ia studijy programa, kuri yra lanksti ir suderinta su kitomis studijy
programomis, nes jie gali rinktis Klasikinés filologijos dalykus pagal individualius studijy planus.
Pasak kai kuriy studenty, ne visi studijy programos aspektai atitiko jy likes¢ius: pavyzdziui,
studentai néra patenkinti, kad studijuoja antro kurso dalykus pirmame kurse, o tai, kad privaloma



studijuoti treCigjg kalba, pvz., italy, sukele jvairiy reakcijy. Taciau studentai labai dziaugiasi
draugiSka bei $ilta atmosfera ir individualia parama bei grjiZtamuoju rysiu, kuris jiems naudingas
studijuojant. Jeigu kyla sunkumy, déstytojai padeda studentams; studenty ir déstytojy tarpusavio
bendradarbiavimas puikus ir tvirtas. Studentai taip pat turi galimybe konsultuotis su studijy
konsultantu numatytomis valandomis, taip pat susisiekti su juo per specialig interneto svetaine arba
el. paStu. Tai vienas i§ teigiamiausiy Sios studijy programos aspekty. Néra galimybés Sioje
magistrantiiros studijy programoje vykdyti praktikos, tad § aspektg galima tobulinti. Studentai taip
pat skatinami dalyvauti papildomoje tiriamojoje veikloje, mokslinése konferencijose ar kituose
kulttriniuose renginiuose, tac¢iau dalyvavimas turéty biti aktyvesnis. Be privalomo baigiamojo
darbo raSymo, Skaitmeninés filologijos centras sitilo geras galimybes dalyvauti tiriamojoje veikloje;
keli studentai keleta ménesiy dirbo tiriamajj darbg vykdydami projektus, kuriuos finansavo Lietuvos
mokslo taryba, ir tai yra sveikintina. Studentai taip pat gali jgyti patirties dalyvaudami Klasiky
asociacijos rengiamose konferencijose ir renginiuose kaip nariai ir savanoriai. Vienas i$
populiariausiy yra Klasiky teatras, kur jie gali panaudoti ir ugdyti asmeninés iSraiskos gebejimus,
taip pat dalyvauti jvairiuose festivalinose ir kituose renginiuose, tiesiogiai prisidédami prie
humanitariniy moksly vertés didinimo. Galiausiai, studentai skatinami dalyvauti studenty judumo
programose, taciau jy judumo rodiklis labai Zemas: paskutiniu laikotarpiu tik 2 studentai vyko j
uzsienj. Sj aspekta taip pat reikety gerinti ateityje.

Pirmiau pateiktos pastabos rodo, kad studijy programos vadovybé uztikrina veiksmingg programos
vykdyma ir teigiamus rezultatus, ypa¢ kalbant apie jsidarbinimo galimybes. Ta¢iau vizito metu
pastebeta ir keletas silpnybiy. Pagrindiné yra tai, kad studentai ir socialiniai partneriai faktiskai néra
itraukti j savianalizés rengimo komiteta — su jais konsultuojamasi, ta¢iau jie nedalyvauja
diskutuojant ir rengiant suvesting. Antra, néra visiSkai aisku, kaip naudojamasi klausimynais,
siekiant gerinti studijy turinj; pavyzdziui, atrodo, kad pavieniai déstytojai néra tiesiogiai
informuojami apie Siy klausimyny rezultatus.

IV. SUMMARY

Following the visit, the review team is convinced that the future of the humanities in Lithuania is on
a very strong footing, thanks to the dedication and abilities of the teaching and research staff and the
high motivation of an impressive group of passionate students. Clearly, this is possible only if the
Department of Classical Studies is supported by the relevant academic and political authorities. The
reform of the universities which is under way in the country must take into consideration that
classical studies develops enlightened citizens, and thus — all the more so in the context of
globalisation — constitutes a strong pillar of democracy, and consequently classical philology
programmes should be at least preserved, and better reinforced, on implementation of the reform.

It is clear from BA final dissertations as well as from the testimony of graduates, employers, and
social partners that ILOs as clearly formulated in line with the best examples of international
practice, are in fact being achieved by the programme. They are well designed to achieve the
programme’s aims, both in specialist and transferable skills. It is also clear that classroom practice
does, as a matter of fact, promote the attainment of these outcomes.

Especially impressive in terms of curricular design is the varied nature of the skills and
competences addressed and the range of forms of assessment used to test these. Particular strengths
include the scope that the degree provides for fieldwork and professional practice in a variety of
areas chosen by the students themselves. The programme is fully reflective of best international
practice in the discipline by including elective modules on the reception of Antiquity and especially
in the way that it encourages students to make use of sources directly relevant to their own culture



and history as Lithuanians. The design of this bachelor curriculum not only reflects international
currents and best practice, but might itself provide a model for other institutions and jurisdictions to
follow.

The teaching staff is highly qualified, the great majority being involved in research projects, both
national and international. It is all the more notable that the staff workload is rather high, although
there is a current trend towards its diminution. Many teachers of the Department have received
national awards, and foreign medals. Consequently, the qualification of the teaching staff is more
than sufficient to ensure the intended learning outcomes of a 1%-cycle study programme. The
devotion of the teachers, their passion for teaching classical philology, and their involvement not
only in academic activities but also in a number of cultural events explain the high degree of
motivation and satisfaction of the students. Another positive aspect lies in the fact that he
participation of lecturers and assistant lecturers who are successfully attracted to the programme
and teach foreign languages brings young blood, and this recruitment of doctoral students as
teachers is not only an advantage for these persons, but also beneficial for the future of the
Department. It is highly promising that a number of doctoral degree students are currently preparing
for their future teaching career by giving courses in Greek and Latin, because it means that the
Department ensures the continuity of research and has sufficient human resources to replace
professors when they retire.

As far as facilities and learning resources are concerned, the visit allowed the verification of a real
improvement of the situation from the last evaluation, thanks to the renovation works undertaken by
the University between 2010 and 2012, with specific funds for refurbishment. Considering the small
number of students, including second cycle students, the space available is quite sufficient and fits
the pedagogical needs. Thanks to the Digital Philology Centre (DPC) of the Faculty of Philology,
students have free access to all the main databases. There is no doubt that the scientific
environment, the quantity and quality of premises available for students, the arrangement for
students’ practice, the teaching and learning materials, and equipment allow students to implement
the curriculum in optimal conditions.

During the visit, students assured the panel that they were happy and satisfied with their studies,
especially in terms of levels of translation practice, deep knowledge, and generic or transferable
skills that promote their competitiveness in the labour market. In fact, though many graduates
during the last period have chosen Master's programmes in VU or other universities, the others
easily found employment in various sectors. Consequently, this bachelor’s programme meets
economic, social, and cultural needs for the present and the future. If studies are considered to be
difficult, especially because students have never learnt Greek and Latin before, at the same time
these difficulties are a source of motivation and the family atmosphere of the DCP is very beneficial
for the students’ success. Students have also opportunities for artistic or cultural activities where
they can deploy and develop their personal expression skills and participate in different festivals
and other events. The Classical Association is a good way of enhancing student training; this
association not only organizes cultural events, but also provides the students with more knowledge
and philosophical views. Thus the study process and student experience are quite satisfactory; the
only point which might be improved is the low international mobility of students.

The above observations indicate that the management of the programme ensures its efficient
operation and positive results, especially in terms of employability. Some weaknesses were,
however, observed during the visit. The main one is the fact that students and social partners are not
really integrated in the SER committee: they are consulted, but they do not participate in the
discussion and writing of the report. Another issue is the high student drop-out rate, something that
is not taken sufficiently into consideration; the Department should be encouraged to monitor rates
of withdrawal from the programme and to investigate the reasons which lie behind students’



decisions to withdraw, offering appropriate support where possible. Finally, how questionnaires are
used to improve the curriculum is not entirely clear; for instance, it seems that individual teachers
are not directly informed about the results of these questionnaires. The Department should consider
introducing an annual system of internal course monitoring which might consider, inter alia, grade
profiles, feedback from staff, and feedback from students, and review issues such as
accommodation, learning resources, workloads, student performance, and strengths and weaknesses
in course delivery.

III. RECOMMENDATIONS

The Department should consider introducing an annual system of internal course
monitoring which might consider, inter alia, grade profiles, feedback from staff,
feedback from students, and review issues such as accommodation, learning resources,
workloads, student performance, strengths and weaknesses in course delivery, etc.

The social partners and the students should be fully involved and consulted in the
preparation of the SER to ensure that all interests and perspectives are appropriately
represented.

The international mobility of the student body should be further encouraged and if
possible improved.

Po vizito eksperty grupé yra jsitikinusi, kad humanitariniy moksly ateitis Lietuvoje turi labai tvirta
pagrindg, nes déstytojai ir tyréjai yra atsidave ir kompetentingi, o jspudinga entuziastingy studenty
grupe ypa¢ motyvuota. Akivaizdu, kad tai realu tik todel, kad Klasikinés filologijos katedrg remia
atitinkamos akademinés ir politinés institucijos. Siuo metu Salyje vykdoma universitety reforma
turéty atsizvelgti | tai, kad klasikinés filologijos studijos rengia iSprususius pilie¢ius, taigi — taip pat
atsizvelgiant | globalizacijos aplinkybes — tampa tvirtu demokratijos ramsc¢iu, todél klasikines
filologijos studijy programos turéty biiti bent jau i$saugotos ir dar labiau sustiprintos jgyvendinant
reforma.

IS baigiamyjy bakalauro darby bei absolventy, darbdaviy ir socialiniy partneriy atsiliepimy
akivaizdu, kad studijy programa isties pasiekia numatomus studijy rezultatus, aiskiai suformuluotus
pagal geriausig tarptauting praktiky. Jie gerai parengti, kad biity jmanoma pasiekti studijy
programos tikslus, kalbant tiek apie specialivosius, tiek apie perkeliamuosius gebéjimus. Taip pat
akivaizdu, kad auditorinis darbas i3 tikryjy skatina Siy rezultaty pasiekima.



Kalbant apie programos sandarg, ypa¢ jspidinga yra ugdomy jgadziy ir kompetencijy jvairové bei
gausybe jy vertinimo formy. Tarp i$skirtiniy stiprybiy minétinos duomeny rinkimo vietoje ir
profesines praktikos galimybés, kurias suteikia studijy programa jvairiose srityse, kurias renkasi
patys studentai. Studijy programa visiskai atspindi geriausig tarptautine $ios disciplinos patirtj, nes
silo pasirenkamuosius senovés studijy modulius ir skatina studentus naudotis Saltiniais, kurie yra
tiesiogiai susij¢ su jy — lietuviy — kultiira ir istorija. Sios bakalauro studijy programos sandaroje ne
tik atsispindi tarptautinés tendencijos ir geroji patirtis, tatiau ji pati gali tapti pavyzdziu kitoms
institucijoms ir jurisdikcijoms.

toks doktoranty samdymas yra naudingas ne tik jiems patiems, bet ir katedros ateiciai. Daug vilciy
teikia tai, kad keletas doktoranty $iuo metu ruosiasi bisimai destytojo karjerai déstydami graiky ir
lotyny kalby dalykus, nes tai reiskia, kad katedra uztikrina tyrimy testinumg ir turi pakankamai
zmogiskyjy istekliy, pakeisianciy j pensija iseinanéius déstytojus.

Kalbant apie materialiuosius isteklius, vizito metu buvo patikrinta, kiek realiai pageréjo situacija po
paskutinio vertinimo dél universiteto 20102012 m. vykdytos renovacijos gavus specialiy 1ésy
atnaujinimo darbams. Atsizvelgiant j nedidelj studenty skaiciy, jskaitant antrosios studijy pakopos
studentus, esamos patalpos yra pakankamos ir atitinka pedagoginius poreikius. F ilologijos fakulteto
Skaitmenines filologijos centras suteikia studentams nemokamg prieiga prie visy pagrindiniy
duomeny baziy. Neabejotina, kad moksliné aplinka, studenty naudojamy patalpy kiekis ir kokybe,
studenty praktikos organizavimas, mokymo bei mokymosi medziaga ir jranga suteikia studentams
optimalias studijy salygas.

Vizito metu studentai patikino ekspertus, kad yra patenkinti studijomis, ypac kalbant apie vertimo
praktikos lygj, iSsamias Zinias ir bendruosius ar perkeliamuosius gebe¢jimus, kurie didina jy
konkurencinguma darbo rinkoje. I3 tiesy, nors daugelis paskutiniosios laidos absolventy pasirinko
magistrantiros studijy programas VU ar kituose universitetuose, kiti lengvai jsidarbino jvairiuose
sektoriuose. Taigi, §i bakalauro studijy programa atitinka Siandienos ir ateities ekonominius,
socialinius ir kultGrinius poreikius. Nors tikimasi sunkiy studijy, ypa¢ todél, kad studentai néra
anksCiau mokesi graiky ar lotyny kalby, ie sunkumai tampa motyvacijos Saltiniu, o Skaitmeninés
filologijos centro draugiska atmosfera labai prisideda prie seckmingy studijy. Studentai taip pat turi
galimybe dalyvauti meninéje ar kultiiringje veikloje, kur jie gali panaudoti ir ugdyti savo asmeninés
iSraiSkos geb¢jimus, taip pat dalyvauti jvairiuose festivaliuose ir kituose renginiuose. Klasiky
asociacija yra geras studenty mokymosi skatinimo biidas; ji ne tik organizuoja kulttrinius renginius,
bet ir plecia studenty Zinias bei ugdo filosofinj pozifirj. Taigi, studijy eiga ir studenty patirtis yra
gana patenkinami; vienintelis tobulintinas aspektas yra zemas studenty tarptautinio judumo rodiklis.
