IV. SUMMARY

The university has a long tradition preparing teachers and education professionals and a
demonstrated commitment to making a valuable contribution to the quality of education and
schooling in Lithuania. The programme in question meets an important need in the country’s
education system, although its short duration, and the small numbers of students involved leads to a
significant challenge in ensuring that students develop the knowledge, skills and competences
needed for their future roles as transformative change agents in education.

The programme objectives and intended learning outcomes are well-defined, linked to important
state priorities and societal needs. They correspond to the mission of the university, and are linked
to the relevant academic and professional requirements. There is appropriate alignment between
programme title, qualification, intended learning outcomes, and programme content. The SER



shows that the programme team have considered how these outcomes align with various
frameworks. Ongoing programme revision involving the university teachers should further enhance
the precision in the formulation of the outcomes, so that they are more meaningful for learners and
enable achievement criteria to be more readily identified.

The curriculum and programme structure is in line with requirements, and there is an appropriate
coherence and balance between subject modules, geared towards the achievement of the intended
learning outcomes. The programme content reflects important trends and advances in educational
and schooling knowledge. However, the number of students taking didactics modules can be very
small. Further efforts could be made to combine these, or at least part of them, so that students have
more possibilities to collaborate with each other, rather than working on a one-to-one basis with the
university teacher and/or school-based mentor. A greater emphasis could be placed on developing
the students’ ability to reflect on their own learning process and progress as a learner, and how they
are developing the competences inherent in the intended learning outcomes. This could be enabled
through a greater use of a journal or portfolio approach.

The profile of the teaching staff is in line with legal requirements, in terms of qualifications and
experience. There are opportunities available for the professional development of staff necessary to
implement the programme, although these can always be enhanced. Areas worthy of special
attention in the professional development of university teachers include the use of formative
assessment, greater integration of the theoretical knowledge of teaching with subject didactics and
practical teaching skills, and enabling students to set challenging goals for themselves and high
standards for their work. The professional development of mentors is also a priority, so that the
students have access to high quality mentoring that builds on what they are learning in university,
and so that the school-university partnership is developed to its full potential.

The premises for studies are adequate, and there is an appropriate availability of teaching and
learning equipment, as well as the necessary teaching materials and resources. The vast library is
worthy of special mention. The programme provides adequate arrangements for students’ practice.
However, while the arrangement for the practical component with schools and other educational
institutions seems to work satisfactorily, there is a need to further develop the link between the
taught modules and the practical component undertaken in schools. There would also be benefits in
students being required to undertake practical teaching in more than one school, and thereby learn
from the guidance of more than one mentor. There are criteria available showing the standards
expected at varying levels of achievement (excellent, very good, good, etc), and these should
continue to be developed.

The programme operates on a consistent and transparent basis, having the necessary procedures, for
example, in relation to entrance, appeals, etc. Students are encouraged to participate fully in the life
of the university, including events related to their studies as student teachers. There is an
opportunity to undertake mobility abroad, although students are not included to do so, due to other
commitments. The arrangements for assessment are clear, and enable students to demonstrate their
achievement of the learning outcomes in a fair manner. Social partners reporting a high level of
satisfaction with the level of student preparedness, and the contribution they make to the
educational mission of their institutions. The programme therefore makes an important contribution
to the current and future development needs of the country. However, there is a need to introduce
greater co-ordination to the thesis supervision process, so that supervisors share good practice in
supervision approaches, and also moderate the grades being awarded to ensure that standards are
applied appropriately. Students would also benefit from having more opportunities to collaborate
together on learning tasks, as well as in group reflection while they undertake their practical
teaching, under the guidance of a skilled facilitator.

There is a committed and competent management team in place, with clearly defined roles and
responsibilities. There is an effective quality assurance system in place to collect relevant
information about programme implementation, and the experience of students. The programme
relies on the contribution of a range of university teachers from across the faculty. This helps create
a rich learning experience, but requires careful co-ordination so that there is an appropriate
coherence between the various contributions and that it does not lead to a disjointed approach, for
examaple in the thesis supervision. Closer collaboration with other universities (e.g., sharing of



knowledge and resources) would also be of benefit in enabling students to meet and learn with a
greater number of students. This is all the more important given that, in many didactic subject areas,
the numbers of students is very low.

Finally, the increasing complexity and diversity of needs encountered in classrooms, and the crucial
importance of schooling for the future well-being of society means that teachers need access to high
quality professional development. The work commenced in programmes such as this need to be
complemented with ongoing access for teachers to professional development throughout their
professional careers. The university has a key leadership role to play in promoting and raising the
profile of teaching as a career in society, in attracting high-calibre entrants to the profession, and in
supporting on-going renewal and innovation in schools.

III. RECOMMENDATIONS

The programme management and team should:

e ensure that guidelines for the completion of the programme assignments are applied
consistently across the various faculties and departments contributing to the programme.

e use the quality assurance system to monitor closely all aspects of the student experience, so
that timely action can be taken to rectify any difficulties;

e continue to develop the partnership with schools and mentors, including the provision of
professional development on a continuous and regular basis;

» explore ways to develop collaborations and partnerships with other universities providing
similar teacher education programmes;

e work with social partners in promoting the programme, but also in promoting teaching as a
profession more generally, emphasising its moral purpose and the crucial role teachers play
in the well-being of society (cultural, economic, etc);

e organise the didactics modules for individual subjects so that students have more
possibilities to collaborate with each other in learning about curriculum and assessment.

e place greater emphasis on developing the students’ ability to reflect on their own learning
process and progress as a learner, i.e., thinking about their own learning trajectory at a
metacognitive level, and how they are developing the competences inherent in the intended
learning outcomes;

e develop greater use of grade criteria, linked to the learning outcomes, describing in detail the
standards expected at varying levels of achievement in each of the assessment tasks, across
all modules as well as in their practical teaching;

o explore ways of enabling students to participate in learning mobility, either to other
countries as part of programmes such as Erasmus+ or to other schools and universities
within Lithuania.

Pagrindinés VU studijy programos Mokyklos pedagogika stiprybés ir silpnybés
pateikiamos Sioje santraukoje pagal kiekvieng nagrinéjama sritj.

Universitetas turi senas mokytojy ir Svietimo specialisty rengimo tradicijas ir
jrodé galintis prasmingai prisidéti prie Svietimo ir mokymo kokybés Lietuvoje.
Vertinama studijy programa, nors ir trumpa, atitinka svarbius $alies $vietimo sistemos
igyty Zziniy, jgudziy ir gebéjimy, reikalingy busimiems darbams jgyvendinant
transformacinius pokyc¢ius §vietimo srityje.



Studijy programos tikslai ir numatomi studijy rezultatai yra gerai apibrézti,
susieti su svarbiais valstybés prioritetais ir socialiniais poreikiais. Jie atitinka
universiteto misijg ir yra susieti su atitinkamais akademiniais ir profesiniais
reikalavimais. Studijy programos pavadinimas, kvalifikacija, numatomi studijy
rezultatai ir programos turinys tinkamai suderinti. Savianalizés suvestin¢ rodo, kad
studijy programos komanda svarste, kaip $ie rezultatai atitinka jvairias sistemas.
Vykdoma nuolatiné studijy programos perziira, kurioje dalyvauja ir universiteto
destytojai, turéty padéti dar tiksliau suformuluoti rezultatus, kad besimokantieji geriau
suvokty jy reikdme ir biity galima lengviau nustatyti pasiekimo kriterijus.

Studijy turinys ir studijy programos struktiira atitinka reikalavimus, dalyky
moduliai yra tinkamai susieti ir subalansuoti taip, kad biity galima pasiekti numatomus
studijy rezultatus. Studijy programos turinys atspindi §vietimo ir mokymosi Ziniy raida
ir svarbias tendencijas. Taciau didaktikos modulius besirenkangiy studenty skai¢ius gali
biti labai mazas. Biitina déti daugiau pastangy, kad jie ar bent dalis jy biity sujungti ir
studentai turéty daugiau galimybiy bendradarbiauti tarpusavyje, o ne dirbti po vieng su
universiteto déstytoju ir (arba) mokyklos skirtu mentoriumi (vadovu). Daugiau déemesio
galety buti skiriama studenty gebéjimui vertinti savo, kaip besimokangiojo, mokymosi
procesy ir paZangg jgyjant numatomiems studijy rezultatams biitinas kompetencijas,
ugdyti. Tai jmanoma pasiekti aktyviau naudojant savianalizés Zurnalo ar portfelio
metodg.

Destytojai  atitinka teisés aktuose nustatytus kvalifikacijos ir patirties
reikalavimus. Personalui sudarytos profesinio tobuléjimo, reikalingo studijy programai
vykdyti, galimybés, bet jas visada galima gerinti. Daugiau démesio reikéty skirti
universiteto  déstytojy profesiniam tobuléjimui formuojamojo vertinimo, teoriniy
mokymosi Ziniy integravimo su dalyko didaktika ir praktiniy mokymo jgiidZiy ugdymo
srityse ir sudaryti salygas studentams nusistatyti i$3iikius keliandius tikslus ir aukstus
darbo standartus. Prioritetas taip pat turi biti teikiamas mentoriy profesiniam rengimui,
kad studentai galéty gauti aukstos kokybeés mentoriy paslaugas, kurios biity pagrjstos
tuo, kg jie studijuoja universitete, ir kad biity visidkai iSnaudojama mokyklos ir
universiteto partneryste.

Studijoms skirtos patalpos tinkamos, yra tinkamos galimybés naudotis
mokymo ir mokymosi priemonémis, taip pat reikiama mokymo medZiaga ir istekliais.
Ypac¢ paminétina didziulé biblioteka. Studijy programoje numatyti tinkami susitarimai
del studenty praktikos. Nors prakting dalis, t. y. susitarimai su mokyklomis ir kitomis
Svietimo jstaigomis, atrodo, yra patenkinama, reikia gerinti ry3j tarp déstomy moduliy ir
mokykiose atliekamos praktikos. Be to, biity naudinga i$ studenty reikalauti atlikti
mokymo praktikg daugiau nei vienoje mokykloje ir taip pasimokyti i§ daugiau nei vieno
mentoriaus. Kcriterijai, sudarantys standartus, kokiy pasiekimy tikimasi jvairiais
lygmenimis (puikis, labai geri, geri ir t. t.), yra ir juos reikéty toliau tobulinti.

Studijy programa vykdoma nuosekliai ir skaidriai, yra reikiamos procediiros,
pavyzdZiui, susijusios su stojimu, apeliacijomis ir kt. Studentai skatinami visapusigkai
dalyvauti universiteto gyvenime, jskaitant su ju, kaip studenty mokytojy, studijomis
susijusius renginius. Yra galimybé pagal judumo programas iSvykti j uZsienj, tik
studentai dél kity jsipareigojimy tuo nesinaudoja. Vertinimo priemonés aiskios ir
studentai gali tinkamai parodyti, kad pasieké studijy rezultatus. Socialiniai partneriai
labai patenkinti studenty parengimu ir jy indéliu j savo institucijy $vietimo misija. Tode¢l
studijy programa svariai prisideda prie dabartiniy ir biisimy Salies plétros poreikiy.
Butina stiprinti baigiamyjy darby prieZitiros procesa, kad prieZiiirg atliekantys vadovai
dalytysi gergja prieziliros metody praktika, taip pat stebéti uz darbus skiriamus balus,
siekiant uZtikrinti tinkama standarty taikymg. Buty naudinga, jei studentai turéty
daugiau galimybiy bendradarbiauti tarpusavyje atlikdami mokymosi uzduotis, taip pat
dirbty grupése per praktinj mokyma, vadovaujami kvalifikuoto pagalbininko.

Vadovy komanda yra atsidavusi ir kompetentinga, jy funkcijos ir atsakomybé
aiSkiai apibrézta. Yra sukurta veiksminga kokybés uZtikrinimo sistema, pagal kurig



renkama svarbi informacija apie studijy programos vykdymg ir studenty patirtj. Studijy
programg vykdo jvairis universiteto déstytojai i§ viso fakulteto. Tai padeda kurti
turtingg mokymosi patirtj, taCiau reikia kruops$taus koordinavimo derinant skirtingus
indélius, kad nebiity taikomas padrikas poziiris, pavyzdziui, atlieckant baigiamojo darbo
prieziira. Blity naudinga glaudZiau bendradarbiauti su kitais universitetais (pvz., dalytis
Ziniomis ir iStekliais) ir taip suteikti studentams galimybg¢ susipazinti su daugeliu kity
studenty. Tai ypa¢ svarbu turint omenyje, kad daugelio didaktiniy dalyky studenty
skaicius yra labai mazas.
