IV. SUMMARY

This study programme is regarded by the panel as having much potential, based on further
development along the lines proposed in this report. The University displayed foresight in
establishing such a postgraduate studies opportunity, and the ongoing emphasis which is placed on
continuous improvement across the teaching and learning process is commendable.

The conclusions of the panel regarding desirable amendments and adjustments are outlined
throughout this report and not just confined to the section which includes recommendations. As
may be seen, concerns relate to the title and focus of studies, the manner in which aims and learning
outcomes have been defined and delineated, and aspects of the curriculum. Certain features of the
academic infrastructure, teaching delivery methodologies, and the current assessment process are
also referenced with a view towards further analysis.

The apparent goodwill of all stakeholders towards the Faculty, the Department, and this particular
programme represents a key strength now and into the future. The profile and reputation of staff is
likely to be a major contributing factor in this regard. Social partners and Alumni are keenly
interested in the design, delivery and review of all aspects of studies, and it is recommended that
they be given maximum opportunity to contribute to the formulation and implementation of plans.
The international dimension of the programme also needs attention and, in this context, the
ambition to deliver the curriculum through the medium of English is worthy of strong support.

The review panel members wish to thank the Faculty for the professional manner in which the
evaluation process was organised. The kindness and courtesy shown to us by all stakeholders



during the visit to Kaunas is greatly appreciated. We wish this Master's degree study programme
every success, and express the hope that the graduates will continue to make a significant impact,
not only nationally but also internationally, in the years ahead.

I1l. RECOMMENDATIONS

The purpose of this review is to add value to the study programme by highlighting areas and aspects
of the teaching and learning process which the r panel considers to be in need of strengthening.
Consequently, the report should be regarded as a unified document, with not all of the stated
recommendations or proposals confined to this particular section. What follows is a reiteration of
some of the proposals for improvement which have already been made or alluded to under the
separate criteria used for the evaluation process.

In order to enhance and enrich programme quality across the teaching and learning experience, the
Faculty is presented with the following proposals aimed at the further development of graduates in
order to allow them to continue making a significant impact on artistic and cultural progress,
nationally and internationally.

L

The programme title and related aims require further analysis due to a potential
misunderstanding which could be caused by the alternate usage of the word 'Art' and
'Arts' as between subject headings, and the extent to which culture and cultural
development represent a focus of the curriculum. As highlighted above, some learning
outcomes need to be re-expressed using terminology which clearly distinguishes
postgraduate studies from undergraduate level.

The panel members are surprised that certain modules are formally linked to so many
generic programme learning outcomes, and that the curriculum does not contain more
subjects with a strategic dimension reflected by the fitle.

The lack of essential study content should be remedied along the lines suggested
earlier in this report, while the categorisation of particular modules as mandatory or
optional should be revisited in the context of overall study programme aims and
objectives. Certain subject titles do not automatically suggest what the syllabus has
been designed to achieve.

In the context of curriculum delivery, the input of visiting international lecturers
should be expanded.  Student involvement in more real-life project work,
commissioned nationally and internationally, would not only improve their research
capabilities but also prepare them more effectively for the high-level positions to
which graduates normally aspire.

Use of the most modern teaching methods and associated technology is imperative for
programme quality and is expected to form part of continuous teacher development. A
greater number of staff internships and more study periods abroad are recommended.
The introduction of a 'Train the Trainers' programme for teaching staff should also be
considered.

The intention to introduce the learning platform Moodle on an extensive scale from
2017 onwards is a welcome development. Further planned action should include the
possible setting of a target date for the delivery of this study programme through the
medium of English.

Proposals to explore how best to exploit the Creativity Incubator resource, to expand
the range of methodical material for seminars and workshops, to engage in further
collaboration with social partners, and to overcome the deficit which was already



identified in IT facilities and resources are endorsed by the panel and regarded as
indicative of efforts towards ongoing programme development and improvement.

The recent enhancements to the teaching and learning infrastructure are regarded by
the panel as a substantial investment in both postgraduate and related undergraduate
studies. Further improvements should be achieved through the updating of essential
reading material, the introduction of electronic material sources, and the production of
additional course books and ICT-based teaching and learning resources.

The assessment process more or less replicates the approach adopted at undergraduate
level. An alternative system, with wider scope for student creativity and innovative
thinking, would be preferable e.g. perhaps students could be requested to write their
own case studies in addition to analysing those already available. Stronger
communication, on a formal basis, with Alumni and social partners generally could be
beneficial in many different ways, including a review of the current assessment
procedures.

IV. SUMMARY

This study programme has many strengths, as outlined in the Self-evaluation Review document.
The main thrust of the current review is to identify scope for further improvements in teaching and
learning, with a consequent enhancement of the qualification conferred on graduates.

The review panel commends the Faculty on the comprehensive documentation supplied for the
purpose of facilitating the evaluation process. The goodwill which exists towards the Faculty and
the study programme was very obvious from the discussions conducted by the panel during the site
visit. As indicated in this report, scope exists to draw upon such positive attitudes to a fuller extent
for the benefit of current and future students. In this context, Alumni are willing to play a
significant role in programme design, delivery and review over future years. A wider access to the
resources of the parent University, as appropriate, would augment the existing infrastructure and
resources available for programme delivery.

The efforts already undertaken to strengthen the programme are highly encouraging, as is the
analysis conducted by the University in order to identify how the quality of student learning might
be developed further. It is the wish of the review panel that the proposals and recommendations
contained in this report will assist the Faculty in achieving the avowed aim to provide a study
programme of the highest national and international quality.



The panel members would also like to thank academic management for the professional manner in
which the study programme evaluation was facilitated. The kindness and courtesy shown to us by
all stakeholders during the visit is greatly appreciated.

. RECOMMENDATIONS

This report should be considered as a unified document which contains proposals and suggestions
under each criterion used in the evaluation of the study programme. Consequently, the
recommendations which follow are all encompassing, but rather an outline of some of the
improvements which the review panel members deem to be worthy of implementation in order to
enhance and enrich the teaching and learning process.

The recommendations below are not presented in any particular order of priority.

1. As explained earlier in this document, certain generic and some subject-specific
learning outcomes are overambitious and incapable of achievement within the time
available. While these were reviewed in a major way in the period 2012-2014, the
definition of learning outcomes should place a greater emphasis on the conceptual
framework and reflective learning. Students' understanding of the learning outcomes
concept also appears to be vague.
A further review and analysis of the content of particular syllabuses is required to
ensure that the volume of material listed can actually be covered in more than a
superficial manner within the time available. Somewhat fewer topics, with each being
studied in greater depth, would improve the learning process and increase the
likelihood that the higher-level, generic programme learning outcomes can be
achieved. A greater emphasis on the health and safety aspects likely to be encountered
by students in employment is also proposed for inclusion within the curriculum.

3. The addition of some new curriculum content, as already advised earlier in this report,
would help to ensure that students are more effective in subsequent employment and
have better career progression prospects.

4. The international dimension of studies needs to be strengthened in different ways,
including student involvement in suitable projects and work experience placements.
A target date for the delivery of the study programme through the medium of English
should also be confirmed.

5. With regard to the assessment process, it is necessary to design as many integrated
assignments as possible for student completion. All tests, of whatever type, should be
seen by students as directly linked to clear, unambiguous learning outcomes. A similar
approach should be implemented in respect of the work experience component of the
programme. The question as to whether each assessment instrument is the most
suitable for the purpose intended should also form part of any future analysis of the
teaching and learning process.

0. The thesis component of studies is regarded as a landmark indicator of student
progress and achievement. Consequently, the quality of the underlying research work
is of paramount importance. The review panel notes, from the sample surveyed on the
occasion of the visit to the Faculty, that a number of students gain the maximum
possible result 10/10 for the completion of the thesis. This apparently generous
allocation of marks does not accord with international standards generally in the field
of higher education, as was referenced already. As a minimum, all theses should
contain sections encompassing 'Conclusions', 'Recommendations’ and 'Reflective
Learning'.

Existing infrastructure and student services could be suitably strengthened by the
acquisition of additional IT resource material (as already proposed by the Faculty), the
utilisation of the Creativity Incubator to maximum effect, the addition of some more
modern essential reading materials, the widespread adoption of Moodle, and the
ongoing personal and professional development of staff on a continuous basis.
Lecturer usage of the most recent technology for syllabus delivery purposes is also
essential.

More frequent formal communication between all stakeholders associated with this
degree programme is deemed to be necessary by the panel. The focus of such
interaction could extend in different directions. Amongst future agenda items for
discussion might be the making of representations to the Lithuanian Department of
Education and Science to have the currently perceived excessive Mathematics level
needed for entry to the programme reconsidered. A further action might be to identify
the causes behind the fall off in demand for this degree opportunity and the
development of a corrective strategy to counteract the situation.

The emphasis on ethical standards as an integral part of the learning process must be
maintained, while the social responsibility concept could be manifested via a wider
student engagement in community -based projects and initiatives.

Ypac sveikintinos pastangos, kuriy iki Siol imtasi studijy programai pagerinti, pavyzdziui,
universiteto atlikta analizé, siekiant nustatyti, kaip galéty biti toliau gerinama studenty mokymosi
kokybe. Eksperty grupé mano, kad Siose i¥vadose pateiktos rekomendacijos ir pasitilymai padés

Kaip anks¢iau nurodyta Siame dokumente, kai kurie bendrojo pobidzio ir kai kurie
konkre¢iy dalyky studijy rezultatai yra pernelyg ambicingi ir jy nejmanoma pasiekti
per numatytg laikotarpj. Nors jie jau buvo i§ esmés perziareti 2012-2014 m.
laikotarpiu, ~studijy rezultaty apibréZime daugiau démesio reikeéty  skirti
konceptualiajam pagrindui ir refleksyviajam mokymui. Studentai taip pat neaiskiai
supranta studijy rezultaty koncepcija.

Reikia dar kartg perzitireti ir iSanalizuoti programos tam tikry dalyky turinj, siekiant
uztikrinti, kad buty faktiskai apimta visa i§vardyta medZiaga, o ne pavirSutiniskai
déstoma per skirtg laikg.

Kaip pirmiau minéta Siose idvadose, sitiloma papildomai jtraukti tam tikrus naujus
studijy turinio dalykus, kas padéty studentams veiksmingiau dirbti jsidarbinus ir jie
turéty geresnes karjeros galimybes.

Ivairiais budais stiprinti studijy tarptautiskuma, studentus jtraukti j tinkamus projektus
ir specialiajg praktikg. Taip pat reikia patvirtinti numatyta datg, kada studijy programa
bus vykdoma angly kalba.

Kalbant apie pasiekimy vertinimo procesg, bitina sukurti kiek jmanoma daugiau
uzduo¢iy ar pavedimy studentams. Jvairiy tipy testus studentai turi suprasti kaip
tiesiogiai susijusius su aikiais ir vienareik§miskais studijy rezultatais. PanaSus
metodas turi buti taikomas studijy programos darbo patirties komponentui.
