STEP-BY-STEP GUIDE TO RENTING IN VILNIUS

1. Decide on a location

2. Find out about any hidden payments, utilities costs

3. Make sure you deal with owner or legal representative

4. Make contract with owner or legal representative

5. Contract in 2 languages: Lithuanian/English (usually)

6. Agree on main terms: price, rent period, deposit size, payments (transfer of cash),

inventory list or pictures

7. Contract termination issues

8. Pay money after contract is signed, not before

9. Ask a lot of questions
